Floyd County appears to have
been spared the worst of the “Fran-
kenstorm” borne out of Hurricane
Sandy, with little-to-no in the val-
leys and just a few inches of accu-
mulation in the higher elevations.

‘Weather forecasters  had been
predicting that Floyd County and
the rest of Eastern Kentucky would
likely see some effect from the com-
bination of a winter storm and Hur-
ricane Sandy, with the potential
for heavy snow and wind making
power outages likely in some areas.

Kenlucky Power reported that
450 Floyd County customers' lost
power, as of noon Tuesday. That
number had dropped to 157 by 5
p.m. Crews were working on the
problem at that time.

Judge-Executive R.D. “Doc” Mar-
shall said the county had not seen
any-major problems from the storm,
other than typical snow issues in
the southern end of the county. He
said up to 6 inches of snow fell on
Abner Mountain.

Marshall said snow might not be
the only problem the county faces.
Heavy rain could also cause some

for whatever happens.

For some time now, the Kentucky
State Police has taken an annual in-
depth look at the previous year’s
traffic accidents, everything from
relatively minor fender benders to
those much more serious — more
than 150,000 in all.

Taken together, these reports show
us that, in many ways, our highways
are continuing to get safer each year.
The number of fatalities in 2011,
for example, was five percent lower
when compared to 2010, and this
year’s total through Jate October is a
full 10 percent behind the same time-
frame in 2009. A

There are several reasons why
we're seeing this downward trend in
fatalities. Deadly accidents invélving
drugs and alcohol were down five
percent last year, and seatbelt usage
has risen from 72 percent in 2007 to
82 percent last year.

Some relatively new laws have also
undoubtedly had a positive impact.
‘Those include banning texting while
driving, not allowing those under 18
to use cell phones behind the wheel
and lengthening the timeframe for
our youngest drivers to get an unre-
stricted license. Focusing on teenag-
ers is critical, because they make up
less than seven percent of all drivers
but are involved in 16 percent of all
accidents.

More targeted enforcement . is

helping as well. Consider a two-plus
weck period this past August and
early ‘September, when a_federally

funded program known as “Drive So- -

ber or Get Pulled Over” campaign
led to more than 1,600 DUI citations
and helped police recover more than
1,000 stolen vehicles and nab nearly
2,000 fugitives. According to the
Kentucky Office of Highway Safety,
which coordinated the program, sub-
stance abuse played a role in more
than 5,600 traffic accidents last year
and was the root cause of 150 deaths
on our highways. 3

In breaking down Lhe data gath-
ered from last year's traffic accidents,
the KSP report gave us a comprehen-
sive glimpse of what is happening
every day on the road.

The report found that injury ac-
cidents were down when compared
to 2010 but those causing only prop-
erty damage were up slightly. The
age group most affected by highway
fatalities was 25 to 34, and the num-
ber of males who died outnumbered
the females almost by a two- l() -one
margin.

November was the worst mon(h
for traffic accidents last year — some-
thing to keep in mind as the month
gets underway, — but July was the
worst when just measuring fatalities.
Friday, meanwhile, was the most
dangerous day of the week to be driv-
ing, but Saturday only had slightly
more fatalities than Wednesday.

Of the holiday weekends through-

out the year, Labor Day was the
most dangerous, followed by Inde-
pendence Day. Interstate 75 and the
Edward Breathitt Pennyrile Parkway
led the state’s interstates and park-
ways respectively in the total number
of accidents.

There were more than 1,000 pe-
destrians hit and more than 5,000
accidents in which a deer or other
animal was involved. School buses
were involved in 850 accidents, and
trains were a factor in nearly 50.

ing motorcycles and ATVs rémains a
concern. Just a little more than half
of those who died while riding a mo-
torcycle were wearing helmets, but
only one of the 24 to die on an ATV
driven on public property was wear-

-ing one. Of the 150 people injured on

ATVs last year, helmets were used
just seven times.

Another problem the KSP ‘report
highlights is the high number of
hit-and-run accidents, which totaled
nearly 11,000 in 2011. Of those, 15
involved a fatality.

It may go without saying that we
always need to be careful when driv-

_ing, but it doesn’t hurt. to periodi-

cally remind ourselves to click that
seatbelt, drive a little slower, and be
more aware of road conditions when
we get in our vehicle -~ those seem-
ingly little things are the reasons
we're seeing more people make it
home safely every'day. .

“Let me tell you some-
The -rules and
regulations that they're
complaining about were
written by physicians,”
Beshear said. “They were
written” by the Board of
Medical Licensure, for the
mbost part.”

“When you hear things
like, “Well, you have to have
a urine test before you get
a presciption,” that’s false,”
Stivers said. “There’s tre-
mendous misinformation
about this.
