“It tends to be that traffick-
ers find a MO (method of op-
eration) that works for them,
and do it over and over,” said
Castellanos. §

Castellanos describes
human traffickers as “pimps”
and “daddies” who have been
known to look for runaway
girls or girls who appear vul-
nerable ‘at bus and train jsta-
tions, malls, newspaper ac
and online. Sex traffickers,
typically between 18 and 35
vears of age, often work their

the

way into the 1|ves of their vic- -
tims, creating a false sense of
loyalty and dependence.

Human trafficking is defined
as modern day slavery, which
is now widespread throughout
the United States. Trafficking
of humans is one of the largest
and fastest growing criminal
enterprises worldwide.

Many victims of trafficking
are made to engage in prosti-
tution, pornography, or exotic
dancing, though it also occurs
in forms of labor exploitation,
the most notable of which are

sweat shops and mlgrant agri-
culture work.

“It will continue to exist un-
til we do something about the
demand,” said Castellanos.

According to the Polaris
Project, 43 calls were made in
2012 to law enforcement refer-
encing human trafficking, and
there were at least seven cases
of human trafficking which en-
tered into the justice system.
Of those seven, six were fe-
male and two were minors.

To date, there have been 71
crisis calls in Kentucky, and

rence on human trafficking opens eyes

more than 500 total calls refer-
encing human trafficking.

Castellanos _brought that
message to the doorsteps of
the audience, noting that there
are currently several websites
which are advertising “escorts”
in Eastern Kentucky. Castella~
nos said that the rule of thumb
with regard to the ads was that
anyone advertised as 24 or
younger is likely a minor.

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Fractured fairy tales

Horizontal drilling and hydraulic
fracturing have boosted shale gas
production from zero a few years ago
to 10% of all US energy supplies in
2012, observes energy analyst Daniel
Yergin. Fracking has also increased
US oil production 25% since 2008 —
almost all on state and private lands,
and in the face of more federal land
and resource withdrawals, permit-
ting delays and declining public land
production.

In the process, the fracking revo-
lution created 1.7 million jobs in oil
fields, equipment manufacturing, le-
ga] and information technology ser-
vices, and other sectors. It will gener-
ate over $60 billion this year in state
and federal tax and royalty revenues,
reduce America’s oil import bill by
$75 billion, and save us $100 billion
in imported liquefied natural gas,
concludes a new IMF Global Inslght
analysis.

A resurgent American petroleum

. industry could add “as many as 3.6

million jobs by 2020, and increase
the US gross domestic product by as
much as 3 percent,” says Citigroup’s
“Energy 2020" report. Fracking is
bringing new jobs and revenues to
states underlain by shale deposits,
and could give our nation over a'cen-
tury of hydrocarbon energy that will
keep prices low for fuel and petro-

“chemical feed stocks.

That means more manufacturing
and other jobs for millions ut gmdu—
ates and unemployed

— and poised to unleash a boxcar of
new EPA and BLM rules designed
to usurp state control and restrict or
hyper-regulate fracking on federal,
state and private lands alike, win or.

Team Obama justifies its stance by
citing public anxiety over fracking.

Recent survey shows Kentucky
manufacturers plan to hire in 2013

'FRANKFORT — Fifty-two percent of
Kentucky manufacturers say they plan to

hire between one and 19 employees in -

2013, according to the recently conduct-
ed 2012 Annual Manufacturing Wage
and Benefits Survey.

The survey is sponsored by the Ken-
tucky Education and Workforce Develop-
mernt Cabinet’s Department of Workforce
Investment and the Kentucky Association
of Manufacturers (KAM); and \vlll be dis-
tnbuted beginning Monday, Nowv.

“This study represents data co]]ected
from 184 companies in Kentucky repre-
senting over 68,000 employees,” said Beth
Brinly, commissioner of the Department
of Workforce Investment. “It gives us a
valuable snapshot of what.is happening
in' the ‘manufacturing industry. It shows
that manufacturers are pleased with their
workforce and that turnover rates remain
fairly low.” -

The survey showed that the positions
of manufacturing employees included in
the survey made an annualized average
of $47,486 in 2012. Most companies that

offer health insurance to their employees,
while 92 percent of those cover family
members as well. Questions about ben-
efits showed that 79 percent of the com-
panies provide nine or more paid holidays
per year and 55 percent provide an annual
bonus.

“KAM clearly understands. the impor-
tance of helping the Commonwealth’s
manufacturing community -control costs,
especially when making hiring and promo-
tion decisions,” said Greg Higdon, KAM
president and CEO. “KAM's annual Wage
& Benefits Survey Report is a valuable

'This allowed the RMV operator.to eas-
ily control the up and down movement of

the. roof support and provided the -

strength required to hold the roof up. In
a real life situation, hydraulics would
take the place of the pneumatic system
for greater strength-and failure resist-
ance.

When the students met with the
judges at the CEDAR Regional competi-
tion, their model underground coal mine
allowed them to demonstrate all the fea-
tures of the robotic mining vehicle in
action. The judges were very impressed
with the science, technology, engineer-
ing and math skills of the students as
well as their ability to present their proj-

-ect 5o professionally.

'UNDERGROUND MINE
TOUR:

The second day began with TECO -

Coal Company’s Perry County Coal unit
hosting the group for a combined break-
fast and safety training session in prepa-
ration for their underground mine tour.
The group then was led on a tour of one
"of TECO's underground mines by TECO
personnel headed by Paul Jackson,
Director of Operations for Perry County
Coal. The group felt that the tour gave
them a better understanding of the prac-
tice of mining, as well as a deeper appre-

ciation for, and understanding of the

miner and the job they perform in order
to provide the energy we need to main-
tain our standard-ofliving. The tour put a

The tour enabled the participants to

see the result of the reclamation method -

known as Reforestation, where
reclaimed sites are turned into forest
Jands. The group was very impressed at
the size of the trees that were planted
just sixteen years ago. They saw first-
hand the benefit this reclamation prac-
fice can provide the environment, as well
as the entire region through: reduced

water run-off, recreation opportunities,
increased wildlife habitat; and many
more. o

The participants considered the two-
day tour very beneficial and well worth
the time they had invested, learning
more about the mining industry, and par-

ticularly the miner. They were- equally

impressed with learning how reclaimed
mine lands can add-value to the individ-
ual communities and region as a whole
through different forms of reclamation.
