and a failure on the part of elec-

tion officials to respond to voter

challenges.

Myth busted: Poll shows

entrepreneurs would let
high-income tax cuts expire

The politically- charged
debate over high-income

tax cuts is reaching a fe-
ver pitch, and the- ques-
tion being asked across

the nation is. whether
small businesses’ _hir-

ing ability will suffer if
these cuts expire at the
end of the year. Recently

released scientific opin-
ion polling shows what
real small business own-

ers think, and it might
surprise you. The major-

ity of small employers in

owners we surveyed doin

fact have their business
revenue passed through

to their personal taxes,
only 5 percent reported

household. income ex-

ceeding $250,000.
And for the sliver of

owners who do earn more

than $250,000? Only in-

come above that thresh-
old will be impacted by
the rate increase,

a

little
known but important

fact. Earnings below that
amount will continue to

be taxed at the lower rate.
So how many small busi-

ness owners are making
the really big bucks—say,
over $1 million? We re-

leased polling in Febru-

ary that found out of 500

randomly selected small
business owners across

the nation, only one had
income in that range.

statistics are

vital to cutting through
the rhetoric  surround-

ing this issue. We wish

more small businesses
did fall into those ‘top

brackets, but that’s just
not the case. And seeing

entrepreneurs “used- as

Pawns in policy battles
that don’t impact them is

“incredibly aggravating,”
as Anne Zimmerman puts
it. “Let them. expire!”
she said. “It’s the middle
class that drives demand
for my business and it’s

Rabbits begin
nesting in February, with the peak of

nesting occurring by early summer,

although rabbits can continue to nest

into early fall, if conditions are right.
Annual surveys conducted by Ken-

tucky Fish and Wildlife, with the help
of rabbit hunters and rural mail carri-

ers, offer important details of popula-
tion trends and hunting activity.

The 114 hunters that submitted in-

formation for the 2011-12 rabbit hunt-

er log survey went on a combined

1,959 hunts in’. 105 counties, hunted

a mbined 7,393 hours, jumped
12,875 rabbits and harvested 5,702

(an average of 2.9 rabbits per hunt).
Hunting pressure declined as the

season progressed. Hunting peake
during the month of December, in

terms of the percentage of hunts and

harvest.
The rural mail carrier survey pro-

vides biologists with small game pop-
ulation trends, based on the number

of rabbits and. quail observed along
roadways, per 100 miles&#3 driven. This-
survey has. been ‘conducted annually

in ‘al since 1960.
“The eastern regio of ‘th state

continues to lead all regions in the

number of rabbits observed,” -said
Robinson. “The mail carrier survey

shows a.6 percent increase in the

number of observed rabbits statewide
between 2011 and 2012 which means

there should be plenty of rabbits for
.

harvest this

Kentucky&# profound droug espe-
cially in the western third of the state

(west of I-65), impacted both rabbit”
and quail breeding success from mid-
to-late summer.

“Quail experienced good nesting
conditions early on, but over time the

effect of the drought likely had an im-
pact,” said Robinson. “The-drought
limited quail nesting cover and suc-

cess, food availability (insects) and
brood rearing cover.”

The peak of quail nesting in Ken-

tucky is June and July, which-is a bit
later than some adjacent states. Rain

throughout the summer is important
to quail because it provides more cov-

er and better food sources.

“Adult quail need seed especially
as the season progresses,” said Rob-

inson. “When chicks hatch they need
insects, and in drier aveat there are

fewer insects.”
Hunters should exp quail season

to be similar t last year.
“Areas where there was adequate

rainfall could experience good quail
hunting this fall,” said Robinson. “In

western and central Kentucky look
for forested areas that suffered dam-

age during the 2009 ice storm, which
should provide good cover for quail,
Forest edges near row crops fields
could also be productive.”
