LOUISA — After scrapping
plans earlier this year to install a

$1 billion scrubber at its Big San-

dy- Power Plant to comply with

environmental standards, Ken-

tucky Power announced Wednes-

day its intention to close the

primary generating unit at the

facility and replace it-with power

generated in Moundsville, W.Va.

If approved, the plan would

cause consumer electric bills to

rise 8 percent.
Kentucky Power is under a fed-

eral consent decree to bring the

Big Sandy plant into compliance
with the Clean Air Act by the end

of 2015, or else close the facility.
The utility’s initial plan called for

the construction of a $1 billion
.

scrubber at the Big Sandy plant
to clean environmental emis-

sions, which would have caused

electric bills to soar 31 percent.
That plan was later withdrawn

at the last minute, as the state

Public Service Commission con-

sidered whether or not to -ap-

prove ‘it. At the time, Kentucky
- Power Said it wanted to “reevalu-

ate alternatives” due to changes
in the energy market.

Under

-

the plan announced

Wednesday, Kentucky Power
would obtain SO percent of the

Mitchell Generation Station, in

Moundsville, W.Va., which is cur-

rently owned by AEP-Ohio. The

cost of the transfer would be

$530 million, which, when com-

bined with savings from termi-

nating a power inter-connection

agreement, would result in the 8

percent bump in electric bills.

The transfer. of half the
Moundsville plant to Kentucky

Power will give the utility 780

megawatts of generation, com-

pared to the 800 ‘megawatt

currently produced by the Unit

2 generator, which will be*shut

down if the plan is approved.
“At this tim d after much

study and evaluation, we think

this filing represents the best

path forward for the company

to meet both its environmental
and customer obligations,” Greg
Pauley, president and chief oper-

ating officer of Kentucky, said in

a statement Wednesday. “While

it does represent an increase in

customers’ rates of about 8 per-
cent, it is substantially less than

our previous filing and will save

our customers millions of dol-

lars, while bringing us into envi-

ronmental compliance.”
Wednesday&#39;s filing does not

address what will happen to the

smaller and older 276-megawatt
Unit 1 generator at Big Sandy, and

a statement released by Kentucky
Power notes that the company is

still trying to decide what to do

with it. The statement notes that

those plans could become clear

next year, when Kentucky Power

Bill Bissett, preside of the Ken- -

tucky Coal Association, said Thursday
that, while it is too early to tell just what

impact the plant’s closure will have on
coal mining, industry insiders had -al-

ready been “very concerned” about the

future of Big Sandy. Still, they were

aware that stopping coal burning at the

plant was a distinct possibility.
--“This is very concerning news, but
not a major surprise,” Bissett said.

The Big Sandy plant currently burns
2 million tons of coal a year. That de-

mand on the local coal economy would

disappear, if the plan to shut down the

plant’s 800-megawatt Number 2 genera-
tor is approved by the state Public Ser-

vice Commission. The company would
instead obtain its electricity for the re-

gion by acquiring a 50 percent stake in

a Moundsville, W.Va., plant.

Kentucky hunters har
vested a record number of

white-tailed deer: With 35

days of archery hunting and

a two-day yo season re-

maining before scos end,hunter eclipsed the overall
deer harvest total record.
As of Dec. 18, hunters har-

vested 126,923 .deer. This

total breaks the previous sea-

son record of 124,752 set in
2004.

Earlier in the fall, hunt-

ers reported bagging 92,737
whitetails during Kentucky’s
modem gun season which

ended Monday, Nov. 25. Last

spring, a reco! deer from

the 2011-12 season in Ken-

tucky qualified for entry into

the Boone and Crockett re-

cord book, the most for any
state or Canadian province.

“These records demon-
strate that we have a stable,
quality deer herd,” said Tina

Brunjes, deer program coor

dinator for the Kentucky De-

partment of Fish and Wildlife
Resources. “But what drives

the harvest is good hunting
weather, particularly dur

ing the modern gun season,

when the majority of our

deer are taken.”
