On Jan. 1,-the minimum wage increases in Rhode Island

and in nine states that adjust their minimum ‘wage to match
the rise in inflation: Arizona, Colorado, Florida, Missouri,

Montana, Ohio, Oregon, Vermont and Washington.
But the federal minimum wage will be the same as 2013

as it was in 2009 — just $7.25 an hour, or $15,080 for

-time, year-round wo

That’s an impoverishing income anywhere in America,
but even more so in high-cost states like New York, where

my business is based.
‘Too many’Americans are working an 8-hour.day strug-

_gling just te pay rent. Even carefully budgeting every dime,
they can’t afford-to fully cover the most basic expenses: shel-

ter, food, transportation, health care and clothing.

FRANKFORT — A fed-

erally protected whooping
crane has been sighted at

Sloughs Wildlife, Manage-
ment Area near Henderson.

The Kentucky Department
of Fish and Wildlife Re-

sources has received
a report of two whooping

cranes along the Pond River
in Hopkins County.

The whooping crane is a

federally endangered bird
that may not be hunted. All

three cranes currently in

Soom are birds that were

released in an effort to es-

tablish a second flock in the
eastern United States. The

whooping crane at Sloughs
arrived in late November

and has been staying in a

refug section of the WMA
that is closed to hunting and

closed to the public.
Whooping cranes are

solid white with black wing-
tips. They have a red crown.

Adults may have a wingspan
of 7 1/2 feet and stand up to

5 feet tall on stilted legs.

The team is composed of 60 soldiers from all over the

globe. They have no ranks to speak of, but they all get
to rock spandex jumpsuits that leave little to the imagi-

nation and probably hurt like heck after a few days of

filming in the desert.

has a tough name, because he looks like a Vegas lounge
dancer. He sports a “Bee Gees” style beard and long
