TAX IS INDICATED 

State's Gasoline Revenue 
For Year Almost Million 

Dollars Ahead of 1934 

The state of Kentucky collected 
$927,386.19 in gasoline tax for the 
month of October which is $81,270.05 
more than was collected in October, 
1934, an increase of 9.6%. The total 
collections for the first ten months 
of 1935 were $8,397,893.84. This is 
an increase of F21,060.49 over the 
first ten months of 1934 when col­
lections were $7,676,833.35. This is 
a 9.39'/o gain over last year. The to­
tal collections for the twelve months 
of 1934 were $9,207,196.37. If the 
months of November and December 
show the same rate of gain as the 
previous ten months, the Kentucky 
gasoline tax: will produce $10,071,-
752.11 in 1935. This will be a gain 
in excess o! eight hundred thousand 
dollars over 1934 and an increase 
over 1933 ot over one and three-quar­
ter million 'lollars, Gasoline tax col­
lections for the past four years are 
as folio~:

The 1935 gasoline tax collections 

will represent tax on approximately 
201,435,000 gallons of gasoline. If 
the gasoline tax rate in Kentucky 
was 4 1:ents instead of 5 cents a gal­
tan, !:he state would have realized 
$8,057,000, almost as much as the 
5 cent tax produced in 1932 and 1933. 

Kentucky gasoline consumers will 
l!-lSll pay the federal government 1c 
per gallon on the 201,435,000 gallons 
of gasoline used in 1935, amounting 
to $2,014,31)0.00. Kentucky's total 
gasoline tax bill will doubtless be well 
over $12,000,000.00 in 1935.

Women Have Lost G:cound in 
L Few ears, Claims J 

Feminist From West Says 
a Change in Tactics 

Is Needed. 

J"udge Georgia Bullock, of the Su­
perior court of Los Angeles, a re­
cent visitor in Washington, D. C., be­
lieves that women have "lost 
ground" in the last few years, says 
the New York Sun. 

Like all feminists, she advocates 
an equal chance for men and worn· 
en in business and the professions. 
But unlike the mllltant feminists, 
she does not insist "rights" can be 
won or retained by combative tac· 
ties. 

Time to Co-operative. 

"Women in the past have won 
some concessions-suffrage, for ex­
ample-by •warfare,'" states the 
judge. "But the time for contention 
is gone. Now our only hope for sur­
vival in public life is to co-operate 
with the men and to work toward 
proving our merits and establishllnl!·~ 

ourselves, not as trouble-m~kers, but 
as real contributors to public wei· 
fare." 

Contrary to the stand of most 
women In public life and in organ!· 
zations, Judge Bullock ts convinced 
that in the last few years women 
in this country have their wings 
clipped, have lost caste to a cer­
tain extent in busiuess and the pro­
fessions. She attributes this to world 
changes, but feels "the only way 
we can retrieve our former position 
is to prove we have unique ability 
and can work with, not against, men. 

Her own successful career in the 
le~l profession has taught her that 
the odds are not all against women. 
While she admits countless evidences 
of discriminations against women, 
she explains that this is not due so 
much to man's prejudice as to the 
attitude of women themselves. 

Too Dominant1 
Developing this theory, she said 

she h~d noticed how often women 
in high positions set out to execute 
their ideas, regardless of the opin· 
ions of men and women with whom 
they worked. Such action, she said, 
was enough to prejudice men against 
all women who sought self-expres· 
sion outside the home. "But I have 
yet to see the man who resented 
working with an lntelligent woman 

who knew how to co-operate 
her associates and who didn't 
take over the reins completely." 

The Judge believes women 
accomplish much more if they 
strongly organized, "not as a 
party but as a unit that could 
counted on to help, rather than 
tagonlze, men In public' en1tex·prll!'e! 
And she thinks women have a 
contribution to make to hnman 
fare because no matter what 
interests they can '!l.lways be 
npon to defend the fireside, the 
lly life of their country.

PUBLIC ATTITUD 
HELPS THE 

Annual Bankers Conve t'on 
Says Peop.e Hav-e Had Confi­
dence Restored-Recommends 
Changed Government Policy 

The restoration of public con! nrncc 
in banking has put it in the position 
where it can function fully and vigor­
ously in playing its .lull economic part 
in the progress of recovery, said th~ 
American Bankers Association in it 
annual convention resolutions. 

"The passage o~ a generally construe· 
Uve banking law in the Banking Act of 
1935 has stabilized the banking situa 
tlon and enabletl bankers to devote un 
divided attention to the nprmal udmin· 
istration of their institutions in pro· 
moting the business .and public welfare 
of their communities," the resolutions 
Sjl.id. 

''We feel that it is a particularly im-, 
portant feature of this law that it aims 
to crea te through the revision of the 
Federal Reserve Board a Supreme 
Court of Finance which, with the non­
political appointment of exceptionally 
competent men, should constitute one 
of the greatest forward steps In build· 
ing a sound banking and credit system 
for this country." 

The Government in Banking 

Another resolution said: 
"We particularly emphasize the de 

sirability of the r etirement of govern· 
ment from those fielde of extending 
credits of various types which can be 
adequately served by privately. owned 
institutions. We recognize that the 
exigencies of the now passing dePl·es 
sion made necessary a large participa­
tion by government for a time in the 
task of mee ting the public's emergency 
financial needs. . 

"Those conditions have been largely 
remedied and tho ob!lgation now,.rest• 
upon the bar.ks and other financial 
agencies to demonstrate to the people 
of this country that they are fully al>le I 
and willing to meet all demands upon 
them for sound credit cooperation. It is 
our duty as bankers to facilitate in 
every effective way the retirement of 
government agencies from credit ac· 
tlvities by promoting public under· 
standing of the ) roper function ot pri

The remnants of the Indians in tb.e 
country surroundings Capes Trid~y 

and Eternity, the high points on the 
Saguenay river, still clijlg to the an· 
cient belief that the ark or, as they 
term it, "the big canoe," rested on the 
top of Cape Trinity, 2,000 feet ab~e 
the level of the river which skirts its 
base, and was placed there by a flood 
which inundated the rest of the earth, 
destroying all life thereon, only the 
familles of worthy Indians, as well ft8 

pairs of the various animals and birdt 
being preserved by the Great Manitoll, 
whose guiding hand landed "the big 
canoe" on the last bit of earth left un· 
covered by water. 

The Indians also have a legend, says 
a Tadoussac (Quebec) correspondent 
In the Washington Star., which bears 
considerable resemblance to the cast­
ing of Satan and his rebellious follow­
ers out of paradise. According to the 
Indian tradition, the Great Manitou 
cast the "fallen angels" over the 
precipice of Cape Trinity. All met 
death in the J;iver below with the ex· 
ception of the leauer, who was so 
strong that the fall of 2,000 feet only 
crippled him. 

As this "angel" gathered strength 
he became the demon of the river, 
wrecking canoes, drowning peaceful 
Indians and wreaking havoc In gen· 
eral.

decided to seek and vanquish him In a 
hand-to-hand encounter. The battle 
between the two was terrific, Mayo 
swinging the demon around his head 
and against the rock of Trinity with 
such force that the three great gashe!

Old Br'er 'Coon Is a Wise One; 
Could B C osen National A.nimal 
"If we were to adopt a national 

animal, just as we have adopted 
the eagle as the national bird, what 
better could we find thsn the rac­
coon 7" asks Leon F. Whitney in the 
Journal of Mammalo·gy. Whitney 
favors the raccoon because it ranks 
as the most intelligent of mammals, 
~Ld has proved its ability to sur· 
vlve where many other 9.nimals have 
succumbed. 

Because the raccoon is nocturnal, 
it is one of the least understood of 
our animals, says Whitney. The 
common belief that the raccoon 
washes all of its food is discountet1 
by him. "This observation has 
been made on rsccoons In captivity 
and not in their natural state," he 
says. 

Raccoons are popularly believed 
to hibernate all during the winter, 
but this is not always true, says 
Whitney. He calls the matter a 
relative one, for a cold snap which 
will drive a 'coon to his den in the 
fall may be not cold enough to keep 
him inside in the winter. 

"In December, the· rsccoons will ' 
be found out on sights which may 
be as cold as 20 Elegrees, and when 
the temperature tirops to 12 or 15, 
the raccoons wlll not be out," he 
says. "But temperatures which will 
make them go to their dens and go 
there during the early part of the 
fall, will not trouble them at all ln 
the htter part of the fall. It seems 
to be an entirely relative matter, 
and the same condition applies 
throughout the winter. The warm 
nights all during the winter will 
bring the raccoons out, and the cold 
nights will keep them home." 

Whitney has found that raccoons 
are not nearly as sensitive to noise 
as to vibration; that the sense of 
touch is developed far more In pro­
portion than any of the other facul­
ties. He gives the following expla· 
nation for this charscteristlc: 

tree where the wind roars and the 
thunder is louder, possibly a rac­
coon would need to be less sensi­
tive to noise, and less wary foJ 
sound warnings. But he would 
need to be extremely se:1sitlve to 
warnings through the sense uf 
touch, and he is. If an enemy at­
tempted to cllmb a tree in which he 
was living the facts must needs be 
transmitted to him ; hence his de­
velopment of this extraordinar7 
power. Sometimes when hunting, 
my dogs have treed a raccoon in a 
tree too large to climb, and it seem ..

eyes may be seen and the hunter 
may know where to shoot. When 
an incident of this kind occurs, the 
hunters pound on the tree trunk 
with a rock. This will almost al­
ways arouse the animal's curiosity 
and he will look to see what Je 
happening."
