War Financing 
France Pays Piper 
Lottery Millions 
Ability to Endure 

One hundred and fifty-three lead­
Ing British economists, mapping out 

a new plan to 
preserve peace, 
say "the impor­
tance of Ameri­
can co-operation 
in the work of 
p e a c e - making 
cannot be over­
estimated."

U those gentlemen cannot abstain 

from cutting each other's throats 
without the assistance and money of 
the United States, why, then let 
them cut each other's throats. 

France is learning that the peo­
ple always pay the piper, whoever 
the piper may be-a great conquer­
or leading them to war, or a clever 
politician loading them with taxes. 

In France, sugar has gone up in 
price; bread and veal have both 
gone up ; two sous a kilogram for 
bread, two sous a pound for veal, 
and the government is held directly 
responsible by the housewife as re­
gards the bread, for the French gov­
ernment fixes the price of bread 
as ours fixes the price of postage 
stamps. 

Trailing behind England and the 
United States the French, with less 
than 20 per cent of American unem­
ployment, are discussing great pub­
lic works to absorb the idle. 

Billions are spoken of, but the 
"millard," French word for "bil­
lion," means only one billion four· 
cent pieces, the franc having been 

. reduced by government fiat to that 
price. If a billion meant here 25,-
000 francs, equivalent to the Ameri­
can !Jillion when the dollar was 
good, the French might well faint 
away, although they are fundamen­
tally a rich people. 

When Bismarck laid on France an 
indemnity equivalent to $1,000,000,-
000, after 1870, he thought he had 
asked for about all France could 
raise after a hard war. The French 
government offered bonds to pay 
Bismarck, and the French people 
subscribed to the loan 14 times 
over. Bismarck had guessed bad­
ly. France is far richer now than 
it was then. 

French labor demands the 40-
hour week and the government 
agrees; it also demands wage in· 
creases from 12 to 17 per cent, and 
that makes the country a little 
thoughtful. 

With a shorter week, diminished 
production and higher wages, 
bread, sugar, veal and many other 
things must go up in price. Possi­
bly the French worker, who really 
works, while he is at it, will man­
age to produce as much in 40 hours 
as he has done hitherto in 48 or 
more; even then increased wages 
will be added to the price of living 
and even the worker, who must pay, 
will growl. 

How long will America continue 
pouring thousands of millions of dol­
lars into gambling, lottery sweep­
stakes and other foreign enter­
prises? 

It is interesting to read that in 
the banks of Dublin there are 25 
millions of dollars undistributed 
from the so-called "Hospitals 
Sweepstakes." Hospitals did not 
get it-yet. 

It might also enlighten this gov­
ernr:lent to know ~hat under the law 
no mention can be made of the 
sweepstakes gambling in England. 
The English are too wise to let their 
money be drained ofi in any kind of 
gambling enterprise, if it is not 
ENGLISH. 

You cannot even send a telegram 
about sweepstakes over the English 
telegraph wires, to be published in 
countries outside of England. All 
telegraphing about the sweepstakes 
gambling game must go around 
England, her government-owned 
wire system will not handle it. 

Under its Constitution, the United 
States cannot forbid newspapers to 
print lottery news that breeds more 
gambling and heavier losses. But 
the government might forbid trans­
mission of such information through 
the postoffice. That would cut down 
the "graft." 

School teachers, business heads, 
chambers of commerce, even cler­
gymen, might find a good text in 
Mr. Son, the young Japanese with 
the determined face who won the 
long marathon race at the recent 
Olympic games in Berlin. • 

Not only could that marvelous 
Japanese runner go, and keep go­
ing, but there seemed no end to his 
endurance.

usually do so little of the real 
truth of what they may have to 
contend with. And even in the 
case of the opviously misguided 
mother of which our friend writes, 
my first impulse is one of sym­
pathy-the thought of how much 
she must have gone through with 
this son to so make her lose all 
balance. For that she certainly 
has. Even if her son were a char­
acter (and they are very rare, 
mothers,) who seemed to require 
physical force as a last resort to 
his discipline, its failure to the 
age of eighteen proves quite ob­
viously its uselessness in hjs case. 

I do not believe in spanking-at 
any age. I believe that given nor­
mal mentality and ordinarily de­
cent character leanings, a child 
can be best disciplined by appeal­
ing to his finer qualities. 

Children, like grown·ups, appre­
ciate respect and try to be worthy 
of it. They are sensitive to repu­
tetion and try to live up to it. Many 
a black · sheep was not born 
black but made black by being 
painted so. And many a fine 
character has been developed 
and strengthened by confidence 
and belief in him. 

Certainly children need punish­
ment. But the most efficacious 
punishment is not U:at adminis­
tered in a spirit of revenge or 
parental spite for the annoyance 
caused by the child; it is the pun­
ishment administered in the spirit 
of necessity, to "help you to re· 
member" that that particular 
temptation is an enemy. A woman 
I know made a practice of con­
sulting her four or five·year·old 
son as to the punishment suitable 
for certain misdemeanors-that is 
one he would feel sufficiently to 
help him to remember. And that

They 
know that they can't depend on luck 

or bravery. The railroads 1lre no• 
afraid to be cowardly careful. 

We motorists can 't depend on 
double tracks or red light signals to 
keep us from smashing into each other. 
but we can heed the red lights of rast 
year's accident records and of today's 
papers' reports of yesterday's crashes. 

We can face 1935 figures gathered by 
The Travelers Insurance Company, for 
instance: automobile accident deaths, 
36,100; persons injured, 895,280; acci­
dents caused by drivers exceeding 
speed limit, 121,460; wrong side of 
road, 85,770; cars with defective 
brakes in accidents, 18,690; wit h glar­
ing or "out" headlights, 10,750;
