A Til TUDE OF "SPORTSMEN" 

One of the most incomprehensible things 
imaginable is the attitude of distrust and in some 
cases actual hootility frequently displayed by 
men who tenn themselves "sportsmen" toward 
the game warden or conservation officer. 

Your conservation officer has a. hard enough 
t.ime of it. If he is efficient, he makes plenty of 
enemies. If inefficient, he is damned for being 
lazy. He is beset on all sides. 

Yet he is the sportsman 's best friend . Dyna~ 
miters who min our fi.shirlg, poisoners who clean 
out the fur ahead of the legitimate trapper, sein­
ers who clean out or lakes. streams and pond&-­
these classes would quickly put an end to all 

sport were it not for the conservation officers and 
their efforts. 

They protect the interests of the rank and 
file of real sportsmen everywhere, and do they 
receive any thanks for it? In the majority of 
cases the answer is an emphatic "No!" 

Violators and their friends are leagued to­
gether against the forces of law to such an ex­
tent that the warden always labors under a. se­
vere handicap, 

In many cases, after days of work on a. case, 
the warden prese$ his hard-won evidence only 
to have it thrown out of court on some minor 
technlcaJity by a judge who is not interested in 
conservation , and who may perhaps be a. friend 
of the man who was apprehended. 

As our game continues to diminish, due in 
part to better roads and improved means of 
transportation, the wo.rk of the conservation of­
ficers become niore and more difficult. 1 

In the interest of fair play do not interfere 
with any warden in his attempts to perform his 

duty. And if you know where netting, dynamit­
ing or other illegal taking of fish or game is go­

ing on, the warden ca.n quickly be tipped off 
without your showing in the picture at all. 

If our game is to be protected, every true 
sportsman should assume a part of the respon­
sibility for its protection-in his own interests 
and tllose of his law~abiding, spoxt-Joving broth­
ers. 

In giving these facts about the obstacles that 
are faced by the conservation officers, Major 
James Brown, director of the Division of Game 
and Fish, urges that a ll sportsmen and citizens 
'"back up your local game warden; he is the bar­
tier against law· breakers and your greatest as­
surance of good hunting and fish.ing."'-Glasgow

STATE EMPLOYEES UNDER 
MERIT SYSTEM 

With passage of state civil service act.':i 1n 
Rhode Island and Alabama this month, 8,000 
state employees have gone under merit system 
administration since the first of the year, the 
Civil Service Assembly of the United states and 
Canada has reported. 

The Rhode Island act, which made the state 
fifteenth with civil service, was given unanimous 
House and Senate approval. It is unusuaJ in pro­
viding for open competitive examination for the 
state personal director, the Assembly said. 

Alabama. ~ the first state in 1939 to pass 
a civtl service act. Approximately 4,000 state em­
ployees, in all departments, are covered. 

With the two new civil service states, the to­
tal list now includes Tennessee, Connecticut, 
Maine and Michigan. which enacted merit sys­
tem laws in 1937, california, Colorado. New York, 
Massachusetts, Wisconsin, Dlinois, New Jersey, 
Ohio a,nd Maryland. 

Civil service measures are Wlder considera­
tion in many other legislatures at present, the 
Assembly sajd, In a newly adopted law creating 
a Department of Public Welfare, Idaho included 
a provision calling for the selection of an em­
ployees of that department. on a merit basis. 

The North Dakota Senate, by a vote of 26 to 
21 passed a state merit system bill, and the Min­
nesota House of Representatives by a vote of 98 
to 28 approved ,a bill placing state employees 
under civil service. The New Mexico senate has 
approved a similar measure. 

Other states where bills providing for state 
merit system have been introduced are: Arizona, 
Georgia, Iow.a, Ka.IWts, Missouri, Nebraska., New 
~ampshire, Oklahoma., Pennsylvania and Texas. 
The Kansas proposal woUld replace a ciVil service 
law which has been inoperative since 1919 because 
of the legislature's failure to appropriate money 
for its enforcement. 

In Indiana., Oregon and Washington mea­
sures have been considered and returned to com~ 
mittee. Bills affecting local civil service have 
been introduced tn Alabama, Connecticut, Indi­
ana., Minnesota, Nebraska, Pennsylva.rUa, Texas, 
Utah and Washington.
