Located at the northern limits of now. Only recently, a Charleston, W. 
va., man came for meal, explaining 
he had got a "tum" gz·ound there 
three years ago and thn.t it made the 
finest bread he had ever eaten. 

From father to son the record of 
the mill has been handed down, and 
these figure , according to G. A. May, 
Sr., operator and part-owner of the 
mill, place the date o! its construc­
tion at 1773-166 years ago; its build­
er, half-Indian John Wireman. 

In 1797, when Reuben May came to 
Beaver Creek from Virginia he bought 
the mill. His son, John May, whQ died 
at ~he age of more than 90, several 
years ago, in tum ba.nded down the 
record of the mill to its present op­
erator. 

According to Mr. May, the mill was 
the only one in the state built before 
the commonwfu!th was admitted to 

Maytown, near the homes of Townsel 
Combs and Syd Begley, the ancient 
mlll-house has, from time to time, 
been repaired, yet some of the red 
beech logs used in its original con­
struction remain. Likewise, one set of 
the rocks used when water gave the 
big wheel its first turn 166 years ago 
are yet in use. One set of the buhrs 

broke and fell through to the creek­
bed about 40 years ago and were 1'e­
placed. 

The old landmark is now owned by 
the May heirs and Townsel Combs. 

Reube'l May, who acquired the mill 
from its builder, was the father of 
the late George, Jack and John May. 
Numbered among his grandsons are 
G . A. M~y, Sr., H. F. May and Sam 
May, all , Langley; B. L. C. May,
