P’burg to Seventh Class
Will Be Made

At a meeting of the Prestonsburg
Co-Operative Business Association at
the Auxier hotel Tuesday evening,
with C. E. Cornell, of Lexington, the

MEXICAN BEAN BEETLE — To|
date, four complaints have been sent
in about the true Mexican bean bee-
tle, the holes in the leaves angular,

time this ecolumn appears, the Mex-
ican bean beetle may be present in
full force, and this reminder is given
gardeners to be increasingly on the
alert, so that control measures may!
move forward with no delay.

Briefly, they are, to have at hand a
duster or a sprayer with an up-turned
nozzle to put the material where it
must always be put; to have calcium
arsenate or magnesium arsenate
ready, depending on whether dust is to
be used or liquid spray. Arsenate may
be used safely until pods begin setting,
or pyrethrum
should be substituted, which, though
deadly to insects, carry no danger of
poisoning human-kind. The other
feature of Mexican beetle control is to
maintain the proper schedule, which
is to spray or dust immediately the
first eggs are laid, then to repeat in
10 days, and, to make doubly suve, in
five to 10 days again.

STRIPED CUCUMEBER BEETLE—
Czalls and letters about this insect have

The bottling in the small
dairy is usually done with the small
hand machine which fills only one
bottle at a time. Machine capping is
to be desired, as hand capping is like-
ly to contaminafte the milk; however,
if hand capping is done, the hands
should be disinfected with chlorine
solution before starting the operation.
If loose caps are used they should be
likewise disinfected with the chlorine
solution.

Delivery of {nz muk shouid be made
in clean, well-protected delivery wag-
ons. The truck should never be used
for any other purpose than the de-
livery of milk. The hauling of feed and
other dust-making articles is never
tolerated. The milk, after being plac-
eéd in the delivery ftruck, should be
properly iced so as to reach the cus-
possible condition.

RE-UNION IN WASHINGTON

Approximately 163 years after the American
colonies rebelled agzinst the tyranny of George
IIT of England, & reigning British sovereign has
come to Washington to dramatize a reconcilia-
tion which itself is a fact of many, many decades.

The rigors of diplomatic protocol are such
that the protagonists in this drama hardly have
time to think across a century and a half, and o
evaluate the royal visit in terms of history, But
the voyage of King George VI and Queen Eliza-
beth is & part of history in the making. It can be
expected to have its impact on future events, just
as the stupidity and ill temper of George III had
their bearing on the sanguinary events of 1776
and the years subsequent.

Of course, it was the persistence of an un-
realistic and antiquated mnational commercial
policy, back in the eighteenth century, which
precipitated the American revolution. George IIT's
blunders, and even those of Lord North, were
secondary. So in 1939 it is the fact of common
economic_and political interests which draw the
British and American peoples into close friend-
ship. Yet the pageantry of a royal visit adds its
potency to a practical working friendship.

Saving always the unique friendship of Can-
ada and the United States, the reconciliation of
Britain and America stands out as one of the
notable achievements of a century and more of
world affairs. This is the more true because the
two countries are not linked in any formal al-
liance to serve any narrow end, but rather base
their day-to-day policies on ecommon outlook.
The outlook is one which might surprise some
predecessors of King George VI—the outlook of
two free, independent, liberty-loving peoples.—
Cincinnati Enquirer.

THE BASIC FREEDOM

In affirming the injunction against Mayor
which arbitrarily limited
freedom of speech in Jersey City, the United
States Supreme Court has upheld again—and
impressively—the right which is fundamental to
all other liberties in a Democracy. Freedom of
utterance, by the spoken or the printed word, is
the essence of the stuff of which a free society
is made,

The decision in this case goes directly to the
sphere of government where the tendency to in-
infringe on free expression has been most preva-
lent, namely, the municipality. The temptation
to pass ordinances that will suppress unwelcome
opinions under the guise of preventing disturb-
ance, as in Jersey, City, or that will forbid dis-
tasteful political handbills on the plea of avoid-
ing litter, is an insidious one. A little over a year
ago the Supreme Court held that freedom of the
press extended to leaflets and pamphlets, and in-
validated an ordinance of a Georgia town which
required permission of the city manager for such
distribution.

Similarly the court now holds that the use
of parks and streets for public discussion cannot
be prohibited simply at the discretion of a pub-
lic official. The responsibility of officials is to
preserve order when meetings are held and to
apply to specific acts, if necessary, the laws
which forbid incitement to violence.

The use of streets and public places for
communicating thoughts about public affairs,
says Mr. Justice Roberts, “has, from ancient

times, been a part of the privileges, immunities,
rights and liberties of citizens.” This right may
be regulated on honest grounds to preserve to
other citizens their legitimate use of parks and
streets, but it must not be denied under the name
of regulation. Like every other right, it must be
wisely used, not abused.

But it is particularly pleasing and heart-
ening to have the Supreme Court reaffirming
this right in the United States at the very time
when totalitarian doctrines and agitations may
be tempting some to believe that speech must be
abridged. The time to defend liberty is when it
is challenged. And liberty, rightly used., will
prove its own best defense. Mr. Justice Roberts
well says, “Citizenship of the United States
would be little better than a name if it did not
carry with it the right to discuss national legis-
lation and the benefits, advantages and oppor-
tunities to accrue to citizens therefrom.”—Chris-
tian Science Monitor.
