WHO SAID TIMES WERE 
HARD, ANYWAY? 

An idler around a courthouse in a western 
town started a conversation with a stranger 
about hard t imes and this is what the stranger 
had to say; 

"Don 't talk to me about hard times. I was 
born 18 m iles from a railroad, b'ix miles from a 
schoolhouse, four mlles from a. church, 900 miles 
from New York City, 200 yards from a wash hole 
and spring, and 15 feet from a cotton patch. 

··our nearest neighbor lived four miles away 
and they were illiterates. The only books in our 
house were the Bible and a. catalogue and I didn't 
know what underwear was until I was 17 years 
old and didn 't own any until I was 21. 

"There were 12 in our family and we lived in 
three rooms. Everybody at our house worked 
hard and we thought everybody else did. We 
thought everybody else had gravy and bread for 
breakfast, liver and hoecake for dinner, and 
buttermilk and corn pone for supper because we 
<lid . 

"Taxes weren't as high then as they are now 
but they were a lot harder to get. We had a 
wlllte shirt for swnmer SUndays, we slept ab. 
straw ticks and pillmvs; and some of us wore 
shoes occasionally in winter. I was grown be1ore 
I kneW that money would rattle and that was 
when Pa happened to get hold of two quarters at 
one time. 

"We had one kerosene lamp; our house had 
a. loft over two rooms and I slept in one of them 
on a slat bed with cords and no springs. We went 
to school a few weeks in the summer a.nd we 
didn't lide a bus. We went to church once a 
mont-h but didn't go in a ca:r, we went in a wagon. 

"We made and sopped our own mola&Set; we 
ate our own meat; we had h€.ard of cheese- but 
had never ooen a.ny, we knew that stores sold 
clotheB but we never hoped to wear any; we cot 
a sUck of candy on Christmas and maybe a few 
apples. But we were happy. 

"We loved our Ma and Pa and we did and 
believed in what they said. We enjoyed going 
naked; didn't want much, expected less, and that, 
my friend, is why I don't want to hear anything 
about hard times."-Hickman County Gazette.

To reach more than 3,000,000 buyers of the 
Saturday Evening Post with your advertisement 
on one orclinary page, printed in black ink, you 
have to Jay dO\vn $8,000 . If you want to sell 
Coca-Cola. or cigarettes, using the back cover :in 
full colors, you pay $15,000. Life,. guaranteet_ng 
2,000,000 circulation, gets $5,700 for a black and 
white page and $10,745 for tbe back cover in four 
colors. 1 

If you tune in on the Charlie McCarthy hour 
and Charlie isn't as good as you have heard him, 
you may be sore but you won't be as sore as 
Chase & sanborn who plunked down about $15,-
000 far the hook-up. That pays only for time. 
The taJent has to be paid, too. 

The radio pay schedule is complicated. Fer 
example. the night rate on NBC basic radio net­
work is $8,400 an hour, but va...Tious supplementary 
groups are available such as the Canadian group, 
$520; Southeastern group, $1,000 ; South Cen­
tral group, $1,400; SOuthwestern group, $1,320.

Up in East Tennessee where Norrjs Lake 
nestles among the hills, Herbert Hoover spoke 
for the first time about T.V A. Sunday, but the 
second time in that section aboul re;ionaJ. de­
velopment. The other occasion was eleven years 
ago when 00 was a candidate for President. 

He told a Knoxville reporter Sunday that he 
thought "the Government should try to persuade 
tbe metanm·gical industry to come into the T.V .A. 

area. That is the key to T.VA. success." He re­
ferred to brylllum depoo!ts and a requlrewent of 
300,000 horse-power of electrical energy to pro­
duce 10,000 J)O'Ullds of the metal . 

It is significant that Mr. Hoover- indicated a 
desire for T.V A. to sueceed. He is a hostile cri!Jc 
of the New Deal. T .V .A. ~ its most monumental 
W1dert.a.king. No other innova~on has home un­
relenting enemies in hlgh places, but T .V.A. as 
an enterprise, in its scope and objects, alone of 
all the th1ngs the Roosevelt administration has 
initiated is immune to criticism from Hoover, 
whatever he may hereafter say about the way the 
project is being executed. 

His attitude, of course, is not unnatural . The 
Courier-Journal frequently has quoted Mr. Hoo­
ver's 1928 acceptance speech 1n wtuch he con­
demned the waste of hnndreds of millions on 
:flood protection and navigation works and pro­
posed the co-ordination of flO<Xl, naVigation, 
power and irrigation works with soil and forest 
conservation and chemical research in vast wa­
tershed projects. T .V.A. is the iiUtinl experiment. 
It conforms to his conception as an engineer o.nd 
he speaks with mere authority on engjneering 
than on other policies.-Courler-Journal.
