“With our diminishing income, our people have
been trying to better our economic conditions. In
the past six years, our local people have raised
and spent in this work over $16,000 trying to ech
tcate our people to bhetter land use, protecting
our forests, building up fisheries, and in securing
a National forest in the Breaks of the Big Sandy
to be used as a demonstration area of proper for-
estty principles in a more éeconomical land use.
Our people have been to Washington for the past
three or four years before our Congressmen and
Senators, trying to secure more moncy for the
National Forest Service, that they might develop
the Breaks of Sandy area in a National forest.

“We have sponsored a 2,000-acre Cooperative

State Game Farm for raising of turkey, white-

tailed deer and raccoon, to be planted in cur for-
ests, so that our people might realize an income
from hunting rights, and thereby secure proper
fire protection for our timber lands and eventually
have another income from timber. The local peo=
ple have paid all surveying, abstracting and court
costs, which amounted to approximately $3,000, in
order to secure this benefit.

“THfs economic condition cannot be solved
by the local people, or the county and state, but
must be done with the cooperation of the Nation}-
al Government. At the present time, the National
Government is carrying the majority of the re-

lef load, and unless the National Government as-

sists in the correction of this condition, it will
eventually have in 20 or 25 years, twice the num-
number of people in this section to care for.

URGES MOWING
PASTURE WEEDS

An appeal for the mowing of weeds
in pastures is made by Dr. E. N, Fer-
gus of the University of Kentucky
College of Agriculture. If not mowed,
weeds may damage grass, and even
crowd it out, he says, leaving bare
spots to wash. If there are many
weeds and a big growth, it may be
necessary to rake them after they are
mowed, in order that the young grass
may grow properly. Also, in some
parts of the state, bushes must be cut
every year, or they will materially in-
jure the grass. Dr. Fergus also cau-
tions against over-grazing of pas-
tures, especially when there is insuffi-
cient rainfall.
