PRATER IS KILLED
BY PBURG TRUCK

Brush Creek Tragedy Pros-|
trates Driver, Held Under
$2,000 Bond

Sam Prater, 37-year-old Brush Creek
man, was instantly killed shortly be-
fore noon Tuesday by a Gulf Refining
Company truck driven by Virgil Layne,
Prestonsburg yvouth.

Prater was disemboweled and his
skull fractured as wheels of the truck
passed over his body.

A jury empaneled by Coroner Elliott
Prater rendered the following verdict:
“We, the jury, agree and find his death
was caused by being killed being run
over by truck driven by Virgil Layne
running at too fast a speed belonging
to Guli Refining Company.”

Though no statement was available
from young Layne, who was extremely
nervous following the tragedy, it was
said his fruck was en route up Right
Beaver and was on the right side of
the highway when Prater, walking
from the truck of Alka Davis, parked
on the opposite side of the road and
headed down-Beaver, opposite the ga-
rage, stepped into or near the path of

Still another king of drought insur-)
ance is keeping crops unhampered by
insects and by disease. Leaves that are
punctured by insects cannot keep the
vegetable plants thrifty, but they suc-
cumb all the more quickly to any un-
toward circumstance, as a dry time is.
As for the diseases, particularly those
that cause leaf-spotting and later de-
folination, the same is true; leaf disp
turbance of any sort reflects on the
well-being of the plant, no matter
what the season. Bordeaux is the rec-
ognized control for all foliage diseases
on vegetables, but besides keeping the
leaves intact, the effect of Bordeaux
spraying has been observed to be that
of a tonic that holds the vegetable
tops green and thrifty and turgid
during dry times when unsprayed
crops perished.

Accordingly, drought need hold less
terror for a careful gardener than for
one not so fore-handed.

DROUGHT INSURANCE

As this is being written, the environs
of Lexington have been 11 days with- |

out rain. Whether this condition pres- |
vails ganerally throughout KenLucky.|

the writer is not sure,

rainless interval portends a general
drought to come, nobody at all can
know, but it is part of a sensible

pessimist’s program so to conduct his
garden that if dry times do come, he
will be found not unprepared. Para-
doxically, the same pracfices that fend
off the effects of dry weather would
stand the gardener in good stead in
time of abundant moisture.

Insurance against drought should
have begun when the soil was first
prepared, this spring. It could have |.
begun even before that, for a cover
crop sown last fall, or a coat of grass
or soybeans under which this year’s
garden “rested” last summer, and
plowed under this spring, would have
played an important part in the gar-
den’s behavior this season, dry or wet
In lieu of a “manure crop,” just de-
seribed, a generous coat of stable ma-
nure turned under this spring, would
have served.

Apart from whatever vegetable mat-
ter is turned under, the depth of plow-
ing is important. The deeper the
breaking, the deeper a seedl-bed may
be made, and the deeper the seed-
bed, the greater moisture reservoir
It is quite understandable

in the season may become an exceed-
ingly valuable reserve upon which the
garden crops may draw to bridge over
the dry spells the late summer almost
always brings.

Another kind of drought insurance is
proper cultivation. So many garden-
ers still continue to “hill up” their
vegetable rows. or “mound up” about
individual plants. In the spring, when
the S0il moisture level lay shallow,
therethere was advantage in sowing
seed in ridged rows, but as soon as
possible, this practice should be stop-
ped, and level sowing done. Likewise,
in the spring, it may be practicable to
smother weeds under soil drawn fo
the rows, but the later weeds. notably
crab-grass and fox-tail, cannot be so

linseed meal,
