If the Hatch bill had been law last yea.r 1n 
the Barkley-Chandler primary fight for the 
Democratic Senatorial nomination. say-what 
would have been the result if its strict enforce­
ment. had been etlected? The Barkley organiza­
tion would have been aJmost nil; Governor 
Chandler's organization would have been unim­
paired. The Governor would have led an army of 
organized fighters in t.he campaign; senator 
Barkley would have led, at the best, a mere rab­
ble of disorganized adherents. 

Governor Chandler probably would have been 
elected. 

And, in future elections, unless the Hatch 
bill's fine spirit extends to governmental agen.­
cies other than the federal government, it is 
highly doubtful if anybody will be nominated or 
elected without the support of state machines. 

Unless the states support the high ideals of 
this legislation with some of their own, the dirt 
will merely be swept from one side of the house 
over to the other. 

And 1while the federal government goes a.bout 
its business of enforcing this law aimed at "per­
nicious political activities." it might. until the 
states do co-opel"Ste, crack doown on those state 
and local govet·nmental groups-the highway, 
()Jd-age assistance, social security and educa­
tional departments-which are pa.rtL'llly sup­
ported by federal funds, yet go to the P,Plltical 
wars as of old. as if the Hach bill neVer had 
been hat.ched. l

THE "SYSTEM" IS STILL WRONG 
If justice is achieved through eJection con­

tests. we fall to unravel the maze oi circum­
.st.a.nce that surrounds the proceedings. 

For instance, in the recent contest which 
was an outgrowth of last year's school election­
in which there surely was no hint of polltics!­
the winners on the face of returns were removed 
from office. "No election," read Judge Caudill's 
opinion-and 1t wasn't appealed. 

Then what? Instead of men who had not 
been accused o! election-law violation being aP­
pointed in their stead to the Floyd County Board 
of Edues.tion, one of the contestees was re­
named, and his running~mate, contestant in the 
aetion taken against the other bo2.rd member 
who was thoroughly and "for good" ousted, was 
appointed "';th him. 

In other words, the contestant had been no 
more wronged against than had the contestee; 
only the "ot~er side" was gUilty of wrongdoing, 
and so the two members of one particular t icket, 
contestant and contestee, were appointed. 

ThJs Is not to say that Dr. J. H. Allen and 
Wesley Campbell will not make good board mem­
bers. Both are knov.'Il as men of ability and char­
acter, both have hundreds of friends in this coun­
LY. But the objection to the entire proceeding is 
to the "system" that permits one man to be 
ejected ~><ror keeps" from a public office while his 
opponent, also ejected, is re-appointed-whlle 
both are allegedly guilty of the same infraction 
of the law. 

If a contest is to serve any good end at all, 
it should penaUze candidates for election law 
violations-and keep them penal_ized, not give 
them a mere slap on the hand. the reprimand of 
a "tish~tish.'' and then say. "Come home, son. 
all is forgiven.'' The game should be over when 
the last man is out. 

This is not the first case of its kind in F'Joyd 
county or other counties cf t.he state. And it will 
not be the last, unless .some legislator, believing 
that honest election laws are to be honest, and 
can get his fellow-Jegislat.ors to support him in 
enacting provisions which will make them truly 
honrst, ~gins soon to take action.

FISCAL COURT ERRS IN 
NOT PUBLISHING BUDGET 

The Union fiscal court has acted unWisely in 
the past two years by not publishing the proposed 
co1mty budget; likewise the court has violated the 
law. 

The Advocate doesn't recall having seen a 
single county paper on its desk recently but what 
didn't contain the published budgets of other coun­
ties. 

The Union fiscal court errs in not publishing 
its budget. In the first place, it sets a bad example 
as a law violator; in the second place, it fails to 
acquaint the taxpayers with how it is p~oposed 
their money shall be spent; in tlhe third place, it 
denies the taxpayers of their privilege to petition 
1he court tn respect to the budget or any part 
thereoi before final approval . 

The law relative to publishing the budget 
went into e:f!ect July 1, 1935. The particular p~rt 
now being Violated by the Union fiscal court fol­
lo"-'S: 

''The c.omnllSSlon <mea.."'ling the 
budget comniission) shall post or cause 
to be posted in a. conspicuous place ln 
the courthouse near the front door a 
copy of the proposed budget for at least 
ten days preceding the t:ime of final a:-~­

provaJ by the fiscal court A.."'lD published 
1n a newspaper of general circulation in 
the county at least ten days be:fore final 
approval."

In 1936 and 1937 the Union fiscal court com­
plied with this pert of the law. Last year it was 
ignored. This year the budget was drawn up and 
sent to Frank.fm·t for final approval without the 
taxpayers ever knowing what it contained.­
Union County Advocate. 

DR. WILL AND DR. CHARLIE 

The famous team of surgeons, Dr. William 
J . Mayo and Dr. Charles H. Mayo, is no more. 
The death of "Dr. Will" yesterday followed only 
a few months after the death of "Dr. Charlie." 
The sons of a country doctc:.:, they built up the 
great Mayo Clinic and the Mayo hospitals in 
Rochester. Minn.. and left a lasting momunent 
in the institutions that bear their name. 

"Dr. Will," who was five years older than his 
brother, combjned an expert skll1 in surgery with 
dynamic organizing ability. In any profession or 
in any fteld he would have reached the top. Had 
he gone into politics it is not unlikely that he 
would have been President, certainly he would 
have on national prominence. 

"Dr. Charlie" was out of a different mold. 
Love of wo\"k and Jove of people sttificed him. 
Gentle and retiring he was both sympathetic 
friend and professional adviser to his patient. 
He belonged to the type of the old country doc­
tor-an inheritance no doubt from his father­
and all who came in contact with him were de­
voted to him. And both brothers were devoted 
to each other. 

To "Dr. Will .' ' "Dr . Charlie" was ·the best 
clinical sw·geon f1·om the standpoint of the pa­
tient I have ever known. ' To "Dr. Charlie" "Dr. 
Will" was the greatest man in the world. Th~y 
complemented each other perfectly. As a team 
they were unbeatable. The one without the other 
would have been lacking. 

or the two •·or. Will" was the forceful per­
sonality; "Dr. Charlie" was the lovable character. 
Thnt is how they are remembered. and both have 
left a. lasting impress on their community, their 
state and their nation.-Cow·ier-Journal.
