IN HIT-RUN HEARING

Gillespie Murder Trial Begun
Thursday; Several Hear-
ings Postponed

Morrow Conley, the second of two
brothers to stand trial for the slaying
of Deputy Sheriff Marion Layne near
Garrett, was acquitted Friday, Ilast
week, by a circuit court jury which
deliberated less than half an hour.
His brother Bert had previously been
acquitted of the same charge.

The Commonwealth, tfrough evi-
dence of two boys, sought to prove
that Morrow Conley fired the first
two shots of the roadside fray which
ended in the fatal wounding of the
officer near Lackey. The prosecution
also ¢laimed that Morrow Conley then
started running over the bank and
that Layne’s two shots in reply took
effect in his leg and arm.

Testimony of the defendant, sub-
stantially corroborated by five or six
other witnesses, contended that Layne,
after searching “Preacher” Patton, a
companion of Conley, fired first withi
out demanding Conley's arrest, and
that the defendant fired two shots In
return as he ran over the bank. This
testimony claimed that the officer was
slain by bullets fired by an unnamed
person after Layne had re-entered his
car.

In the trial of Bert Conley, it was

the shooting took place; instead, was
at the home of his parents.

Death-bed statement of Layne was
partially admitted as eviderice but the
portion in which he stated he
“thought” a Conley boy whom he had
previously arrested fired on him was
‘excluded from the record.

Under an indictment for man-
slaughter for five years in connection
with the death, néar Emma, of Reed
Gunnels in a highway tragedy, Mil-
ton Tackett, Pikeville, Tuesday was
acquitted at the hands of a Floyd eir-
cuit court jury at the conclusion of
his second trial on the charge. The
first trial resulted in a “hung” jury.

The Commonwealth's contention was
that Tackett was operating his aufos
mobile at a high rate of speed when
it struck Mr. Gunnels, prominent
Floyd county farmer.

Defense testimony sought to show
that the tragedy was unavoidable.

WARNS AGAINST
FOREST FIRES

Pikeville — With fall approaching
and the trees rapidly shedding their
leaves, Game Warden J, C. William-
son warmed all deputies to be on the
lookout for forest fires and report
them the moment they are discover-
ed.

Each fall, Mr. Williamson pointed
out, numerous forest blazes break oui
over this section of Kentucky and the
fallen leaves, coupled with the care-
lessness of hunters, picnickers and
smokers, are responsible for prac-
tically all of them. The officer also
stated that 99 per cent of all forest
fires ‘are caused by men and- could be
prevented. .

Last autumn more than a score of
blazes broke out in various sections
of the county and hundreds of men
which did damage estimated at more
than $50,000 to Pike county farmers.
Mr. Willilamson urges all persons to
be certain that all fires they start are
completely extinguished before they
leave. The best method of making a
fire for a picnic, Mr. Williamson says,
is to clear away a spot several feet in
diameter, make a small excaviation
and before leaving throw the dirt ta-
ken out on top of the smoldering fire.

house-cleaning that I may not re-
member all of them. All the fusmiture
had to be taken out into the yard.
dusted, revarnished, and treated to]

prevent bedbugs. Corrosive sublimate
was the drug used in my neighbor-
hood for the last-named work. We
took a turkey or chicken feather,
soaked it in the medicine, and ran it
aound the joints of the beds, It it
vile-smelling . stuff and apparently
does its work well. I still feel bad
when I think how much beautiful
wood was painted or varnished over.
Most of the choicest antiques of our
time have been discovered by remov-
ing many layers of varnish and vaint

The carpets formed a unit of the
work of cleaning house. The old one
had o be taken up, and the straw
and dust removed from beneath it
That was hard, dirty work, for the
tacks that we nailed the carpet down
with were difficult to remove; finger
nails and tempers were much worse
off after the process was finished.
Then we had to scrub the floor and
leave it for a while to dry. We put
straw down for the new carpet. laid
the fresh-smelling carpet down on it
and then, by violating all knows laws
of physics, lifted it and ourselves and
tacked it down securely. At first there
was spring in the carpet, until the
straw got flattened out. Dust was
strangely absent, too, until it got
soaked into the rags and warp of the
carpet. The fresh smell of colored
carpet warp made the house seem new
for days.

Paint and whitewash nad their part
in the house-cleaning. Every few sea-
sons the baseboard and window and
door frames had to be repainted. The
hearth, du!l and unsightly after the
long winter, had to be painted with
Venetian red, whatever that is. The
fire screen, hidden away in the attic
during the winter, was brought out
and given a new cover of wall pape:
and some fresh pictures. Wall paper
itself was not so very common in my
part of the world, as most of the
houses were ceiled rather than plas-
tered. Some houses had paper, though,
and had to be restorad at rare inter-
vals. In earlier times it was custom-
ary to whitewash where we now paint. ;
That house-cleaning was no joke, even
in colonial and Revolutionary times.

FUSE BOX IMPORTANT
IN ELECTRIC SYSTEM

Every adult member of the farmly
should understand what the fuse box
is for, whether the house is being
wired for the first time or has had an
electric system for years.

When a fuse blows out, usually it
means that there is a “short circuit”|
or an overload. Too many appllanceau

may have been connected to one cir- .
cuit. By removing fures one at a tinie
and noting which lights and outlets
are dead, the blown [use may oz dise
covered. A list of lights and outlets
on each circuit, kep: near the fuse!
box, is a help.

If the fuse is simply an overload.‘
the remedy is to provide an additional
circuit as soon as this can be arrang- |
ed. In the meantime, use fewer appli-
ances per circuit. If a broken or looss
wire is at fault, repairs should be
made by an experienced person.

Many persons remove a plug by
pulling on the cord instead of the!
plug itself. Eventually, by pulling the
cord the fine wires that carry the cur-
rent break, causing a short circuit.
Another bad habit is screwing in plugs
with appliances attached fo them, s0
that cords twist. Such plugs usually
are in two parts and can be separated
to screw in the part going in the out-

let. Better still, leave the screw part!
in the outlet and disconnect the part
attached to the cord when through,

Open sockets seldom are seen in up-
to-date wiring. Those flush with the
wall, ready to take the brass prongs
of the plug, are preferable, says the
