Let it be understood, r ight here at the outset 
of the whole thing, that tile writer honestly believes 
tb&t the President, of the United States is right In 
hls attempt to repeal the present Neutrality Act. 

But let us also make it plain. at the same tiffie, 
that THE TIMES ha.s no sympathy with those who 
brand Charles A. Lindbergh as a private citizen with 
being pro-Hitler, simply because he opposes repeal 
of that same Neutrality Act. 

THE TIMES believes that repeal is justified on one

American ships to go into foreign waters, exposinf!. 
themselves to attack while bearing raw materials of 
any kind which may become as imp:.n-tant or as lethal 
-.e: goods we may manufacture; while the "sub6ti,.. 
tute," or repeal, act would permit the manufacture 
of wa.r m.a telials here in our own country, then only 
the "cash-and-carry'' sale plan to be followed. In
