JOBLESS BENEFITS
GRANTED MINERS

In Ruling Handed Down By
Letcher Circuit Judge
Fields

Circuit Judge R. Monroe Fields, of
Leicher county, Tuoecday ruled that
Kentucky miners thrown out of work
March 31 by the expiration of the ex-
isting two-year contract between coal
cperators and the United Mine Work-
ers of Ameriea are entitled to unem-
ployment compensation.

The court order reversed and set
aside the ruling of the Unemployment
Compensation Commission of Kentucky
which denied the miners compensation
fcr the “holiday” peried.

Although Judge Field ' decision di-
rectly affects onily miners of Letcher

e e

actudlly 1i affects other thousands of |
miners” throughout "Easterm Kentueky'
coal fields. A test case, the liiigation |
will be taken to the Court of Appeals. |

Judge Flelds held that Carl Hall, who
brought the :iuit, and other claimants
similarly situated, were entitled to com-
pensation for total unemployment
growing out of the cessation of wark at
the mines of the Consolidated Coal
Company in Letcher county, which be-
gan when the contract expired. Judge
Pields previously had held that the
United Mine Workers could not sue on
behalfl of lis members, but that Hall
could bring the action for himself and
other miners similarly situated.

The contract that expired March 31
wis arrived at through collective bar-
gaining, Judge Fields held, between
employers and employes in the entire
bituminous coal area of the United
States, and shortly before the expira-
tion of the contract, representatives of
both sides mef at New York City to
negotiate for a new contract.

Charmed Indian Hunters

It was in March, 1851, that a
group of pioneers, organized as the
Mariposa Battalion, followed the
trail of a band of Yosemite Indians
into the valley to avenge the deaths
of settlers killed by the Indians in
raids on Savage's trading post near
Mariposa. Early day historians re-
cord that the discovery of th® mag-
nificent glacial gorge so thrilled
members of the Battalion that they
gave up their Indian hunt and went
back to Mariposa to spread the
news of what they had seen, ac-
cording to a writer in the Los An-
gles Times.

They told of sheer walls of gran-
ite rising from 3,000 to 5,000 feet on
either side of a wide gorge. Roar-
ing down from dizzy heights over
the perpendicular cliffs were six of
the most spectacular waterfalls
ever seen by man, one of them the
highest in the world. In the valley
below the Merced river wound its
swift way through lush meadows
carpeted with wild flowers, and
through groves of majestic pine,
fir, cedar and oak trees.

Ahwahnee, ““deep grassy valley,”
the Indians called it. A melodious
name expressive of the distant roar
of the falls, the whisper of the wind
through the forest and the mag-
nificent solemnity of the place.
They had other mystic names, too,
for the mighly granile monoliths
that towered above the valley and
for the waterfalls, But to the Mari-
copa Battalion it was Yosemite,
