In his discussion of the tasks faced
by the health department and of the
handicaps which it faces, Dr. Ransdeil
pointed out that in some school dis-
tricts as many as 65 to 75 per cent of
the children are parasite-infested, some
by as many as four types of worms,

The birth rate was placed in the re-
port at “around” 30 to the 1,000 popula.
tion, while the percentage of deaths
was given as at approximatey 9 to the
1,000 population.

“loyd county suffered not at all from
smallpox and no deaths resulted from
measles during 1939, Dr. Ransdell re-
ports, The smalipox immunizatin in
the schools of the county has reached
the point where at least 75 per cent
of the pupils have been vaccinated.

Infantile paralysis, tuberculesis and
typhold presented the greatest publie
heallh threats in the county during the
past year, according to the report. The
cocunty passed through one of the grest-
est polio epidemics in the history of
Eentucky from July to December, 1939,
during whieh period: 67 cases were re-

lporwd to the health department.

As a result, Dr. Ransdell points out,
the county has approximalely 50 “new"
eripples, of whom 30 have been hos-
pitalized. Puiure welfare of these 50
unfortunates depends muech upon . the
attention and care given them, and the
health department is making every ef-
fort, with the co-operation of other
agencies to afford the necessary ser-
vice. A recurrence of the disease may
be expected with the return of hot
weather, Dr. Ransdell predicted.

Tuberculosgis is one of the leading
death causes in the county and one of
the hardest to cope with, the report
continues. The tuberculosis fight last
year included 500 tests, the reactors be-
ing advised to have x-ray examinations
made, At the tuberculosis clinic con-
ducted last year by Dr. John B. Floyd
140 x-ray photographs were made.
