TO GET 1BLACK-TOP', 
PAVING FOR 1TRAIL' 

Medium type surfacing of 
12 miles of the Left Beaver 
Creek highway and concrete 
surfacing of approximately 
the same distance of the Mayo 
Trail's "Missing Link" in 
Johnson and Lawrence count­
ties are among the 62 high­
way projects approved by the 
State Highway Commission 
for 1940, Commissio!ler of 
Highways J. Lyter DonJ.ldson 
announced Monday. 

Mr. Donaldson's check 
of approved project.<> had no 
sooner hit the desk of High­
way Engineer Thomas H. Cut­
ler than he ordered prepara­
tions started to advertise for 
bids on the work. Contracts 
will be let as soon as possible, 
it wa.-; said, and the program 
is expected to be in full swing 
by June 1. 

Floyd, Johnson, Pike. Perry, Let­
cher and Martin sha~·ed in the pro­
gram, as outlined to date for the Sev­
enth Congressional district. 

The appropra.tion made for the 
Left Beaver road totals $46,514. The 
medium type surfacing referred to is 
believed to be blac~-top, and the dis­
tance of 12 miles to be surfaced will 
extend from the junction of the Left 
Beaver road near Martin with Route 
80 to a point near McDowell. This 
would leave approximately five miles 
to be surfaced. 

Grade, drain and high-type surfac­
ing wffi be done on the Johnson coun­
ty end of the Mayo Trail for a dis­
tance of 4.7 miles at a total cost of 
$335,000.
