Seventeen-Year Locusts

EY ROGER BARBOR

In the begibning let me state that
the severnteen-yeer locust is nof a true
locust at all, but is 2 cicada. The true
locusts are thoge little brown insects
we commonly call grasshoppers. The
seventeen-year locust is very unlike
the true locusts and is very closely re-
lated to the jar-fly. In the north the
aseventeen-year lecust remains under-
ground .during that period, while in
the south another group remains un-
derground for thirteen years. A line
drawn from Cape Charles, Va,, to
Scuthern Kansas wonld practically
lwo types.

vals than seventeen vears. This ig ae-
counted for by the fact that there are
several distinet broods, some of which

i There is no evidence to prove that the
lemgth of life of the locust is less than

seventeen years.

The eges of the insect are laid with
the aid of a process called an ovipositer
within small twigs and branches., Many

twigs are thus damsaged, this being
practically the only damage done by
the ingect. The young ant-like larvae

hatoh from the sges within a few weeks,
falls from the limb and quickly bur-
rows into the ground, There they form
a little chamber for themselves, and re-

years, The larvae sheds their skin four
times during this period. The front
legs of the larvae are curiously modified
for digging and transporting earth. The
food consumed by the larvae is prob-
ably obtained from the soll humus and
small roots. After the changes to the
pupal condition, the insect burrows to
the surface of the ground and crawls
up th trunk of a tree. While there it's
skin splits down the middle of the back
of the locust’s form and the adult in-
sect emerges.

There is a superstition existing that
spys the well-marked “W" on each
wing of the locust is an omen signiiying
war. Those marks have been there as
long as there have been seventeen-year
locusts. It means nothing. Incidental-
Iy, only the male insect sings.

17-Year Locusts
Injuring Trees

The 17-year locust again is injuring
trees and shrubs in Kentucky, espe-
cially in the eastern and central parts
of the state, eccording to Prof. W. A.
Price, entomologist at the University
of Kentucky Experiment Station.

The pest injures trees not by feed-
ing on them but by puncturing stems,
twigs and branches when laving EEEs,
This causes the limbs to break. Large
trees may recover from such damage,
but small trees may be Tuined. :

One form of protection, especially
for small trees and shrobs, consists of
wrapping the entire plant with chesse=!
cloth, leaving it ioose enotigh to pe.r-'-
mit proper growth.

While spraying large trees is nat
feasible, Prof. Price recommends for
small trees and shrubs s.ppl.*.:nons ol
40 per cent nicotine Sulphate; o
pint {o 50 gallons of water in which
two pounds of scap have been dxssuh
éd. The inscets are killed when mz
