That we, the people of the United 

States are all stockholders, with equal 
$hares, in an institution that has only 
G~e purpose, the welfare of ourselves. 

That the signers of the Declaration 
of Independence did net intend the 
phrase, "the right to life, liberty and 
the pursuit of happiness," to be in­
terpreted that the majority should 
tlend their backs at hard work for a 
mere existence, while a few reaped the 
_profits of their labor. 

That the government of the United 
States is not a material thing, but a 
sYmbol representative of all of us. 

That our Congressmen and Sen­
ators are as members of a board of di­
rectors, and our President as chair­
man of the board. And that this 
board is obligated to direct the affairs 
of our institution in such a way as to 
utilize its assets for the benefit of all. 

That we are divided into three class­
es: 1. Those who refuse to use their 
:hands or their brains, and insist the 
government owes them a living; 2. 
Those who use their brains to outwit 
the government and seize our assets 
for their personal benefit; 3. These 
woo work and produce and are forced 
to support classes 1 and 2. 

That when any number of people 
associate themselves together, wheth­
er it be two, a thousand, or the entire 
populaton of the United States, in a 
mutual enterprise the rules are that 
each shall receive his just compensa­
tion. 

That in any partnership some may 
supply capital and furnish no labor, 
<Jthers may furnish labor and supply 
no capital, thus equalizing ownership. 

That our assets are the land, tim­
ber, minerals, inland waterways and 
the Atlantic and Pacific oceans for a 
considerable distance from our ·shores. 

That no officials of our government 
bave, or at any time had, the author­
ity to issue grants for unreasonably 
large tracts of land to individuals or 
corporations gratis or for services sup­
posedly rendered the government. That 
when land grants were issued all min­
erals and standing timber over a cer­
tain diameter should have been ex­
cepted, because our officials were and 
are merely trustees of our assets with 
no right to dissipate them. 

Let us look into a crystal-we go 
back some three hundred years when 
a small group settled on the banks of 
tbe James River in Virginia, the first 
permanent ~ttlement in what was to 
.become the United States of America. 
Whether these first settlers had any 
intention of forming a new govern­
ment is doubtful, they and others who 
followed them were loyal to the moth­
er country for something like 150 
years. No one knew of the vastness of 
the new territory or of the wealth it 
(:ontained and it is possible they would 
bave oontinued as just another colony 
if Great Britain had not seen fit to 
crush them with an iron heel in the 
:form of confiscatory taxes. It was 180 
years from the time of the first per­
manent settlement until our Constitu­
tion was drafted. During this time 
there is no doubt but what many 

grasped the opportunity of ei1riching 
themselves in the form of large land 
holdings. This was not, at that time, 
an unnatural thing to expect, it was 
a large country and few to realize the 
benefits of it, although in the year 
1880 the Encyclopaedia Brittanica 
speaks to the contrary: 
' " . . . The American government is 
a pure representative democracy in 
which the people are recognized as the 
fountain of an power; and the sole 
object of all its mechanism. is to give 
e1Iect to their deliberate cpinions . . . 
The characteristic facts in the condi­
tion of America are the non-existence 
of titles, of privileged classes, of cor­
porations in our sense of the term, of 
a landed arstocracy . . . The cheap­
ness and efficiency of its government, 
t.he universality of education, the om­
nipr~ence of its periodical press, the 
high feeling of self-respect which ex­
ists in the very humblest classes, and 
the boundless spirit of enterprise 
which pervades all claE.Ses of soci­
ety ... "
