NEWSOME, DILLOW
AND TAYLOR
SENTENCED

Two of the three men charged with
murder in the Ligon mine local slay-
ing in which Creed and Taulbee
Newsome were slain were convicted
during the last three days of, the last
week by juries of the Floyd cireuit
court.

Caleb Newsome, president of the lo-
cal at the time of the affray was given
a 2l-year penitentiary term: for the
killing of Taulbee Newsome. The ver-
dict was made last Thursday, and
Baturday William Dillow, member of
the local, drew a threa-year term upon
his conviction in the slaying of Creed
Newsome.

Trial of Clyde Taylor, accused of
the club-slaying of Tillman Holbrook
on Jack's Creek, ended last Wednesday
in his conviction and a 21-year term.

In the Newsome trial the Common=
wealth produced testmony eclaiming
that, after Creed and Taulbee New-
some had objected to trial in the lo-
cal with Caleb Newsome presiding, the
latter declared, “By G——, I am going
to try wvou,” moved for his revolver
and started walking toward Taulbee.
Some of the witnesses ftestified he
fired the first shot; all Common-
wealth testimony declares he drew
first.

The defendant claimed he walked
toward Taulbee Newsome to get Taul-
bee’s gun and thus prevent the latter
from firing. The defense contended
that he had turned his back to Taul-
bee when Taulbee fired, wounding
him. Newsome stated he did not fire
until after he had fallen.

A judicial “blitzkrieg” on perjury
was started last week by the Floyd

‘eiréuit court’s grand jury, at the be-

hest of Circuit Judge Henry Stephens,
Jr,, in the last three days of the jury's
nine-day session.

“Mass” indictments of 12 persons as
alleged perjurers was made, and 11 of
the 12 were placed under $5,000 bond
each. Bond of $2,000 was asked for
release of the other defendant.

After examining 316 witnesses, the
grand jury returned a total of 137
true bills.

Final report of the jury, signed by
5. E. Allen, foreman, expressed the
opinion that erime conditions remain
unimproved in the county and that
the period of nine days in which to
investigate law viclations committed
in the county is inadequate.

Increasing manufacture and sale
of moonshine whisky and reported
expenditure of school funds for pur-
poses other than school needs were
listed as offenses which the grand
jury had not the time for thorough| ™
investigation.

The report reads, in part:

“We would further report that there
is an increasing amount of moonshine
liguor being ‘manufactured and sold
in Floyd county and that the grand
jury in its limited time was unable fo
secure subpoenas for such violations
committed . . .
