Elmon Taylor, husband and
father of the victims, and Earl Coyer,
driver of the auto, contrived to kick
out a window and effect their escaps.

The Taylor family had resided at
Betsy Layne until September, this
vear, when they moved to Braeholn,
Togan county, W. Va. Mrs. Taylor
was born and reared on Mare Creek,
the daughter of James and Laura Vest
Stratton, both of whom survive. Her
husband was employed in the mines
of the Buffalc Eagle Coal Company,
Brasholm, W. Va.

ACA LIME
AVAILABLE
TO FLOYD FARMERS
WITHOUT ADVANCE

PAYMENT

Floyd county farmers may now or-
der lime through the Filoyd County
Agricultural  Conservation Associa-
tion, without making any advance
payment, James Stephens, chairman
of the county association, sald this
week.

The lime is being supplied as a
grant of aid material in Floyd county
this year by the Agricultural Adjust-
ment Administration. The material is
for use in the 1941 Agricultural Con-
servation Program in the county, and
the cost will be deducted from the
farmers’ soil-building allowances un-
der the program under & plan similar
to that used in the distribution of
phosphate during the last three years.

The deduction rate for the lime in
Flovd county is $2.40 per ton, Mr.
Stephens said, and each farmer may
order enough lime to take up as much
as 80 per cent of his soil-bullding al-
lowance.

Mr. Stephens emphasized that or-
ders for liming materials should be
placed as early as possible since the
1941 program year closes on June 30,

1941.
of t.l:te;.t'otal 1,754 farms in the coun-

ty, 754 used 5683 tons of lime in the
program last year, Mr. Stephens
pointed out, but lime is needed on all
of the farms in Floyd county, and
through oco-operation in the Agricul-
tural Conservation Program all tarm-
ers will be able to obtain this much-
needed material this year.

Under the 1941 program 104 car-
loads representing 5200 toms, have
been ordered, to be distributed to 650
farmers. The County Agent’s office
