But teasing often is a serious prob~ 
lem.. Good natured banter gives away 
to tantalizing, jeering and real bullying, 
and the poor victim suffers both phy­
sically and mentally. If the age, physi­
cal size, ability and temperament of the 
aggressor and victim are very different, 
then the teasing is more apt to take an 
extreme form. As a result the victim 
ma.y come to have an irritable dispos­
ition, perhaps a feeling of real inferior­
ity or even worse he may try to retreat 
~ reality and shun social contacts 
or all kinds. The teaser of course 
meanwhile is not developing a brother~ 
ly and kindlY spirit, which is a neces~ 
:;a:ry part of ideal social relationships. 

When several children pick on one 
particular child, it is more tragic still. 
The victim at first tries to retaliate and 
give the teaser a dose of the same med­
lcme, probably weakens, perhaps 
throws a temper tantrum or cries for 
help and protection. Then these re­
actions stimulate the aggressor to fur­
ther teasing, resulting in still more 
distress for the weaker individua-l.

one thing; money to gratify it, an­
other. But persistent souls took up 
the fight, and soon the new organ was 
on hand, right in our conservative lit­
tle chw·ch. That called for an addition 
to the preache,·'s little stage, one big 
enough for the organ and its player 
and the choir. Pretty soon after the 
organ was installed, we had a big pro­
gram at the church, in which I, as a 
boy singer, took part. The neighbor­
hood came and wondered, at the organ 
and probably at my high notes, such 
notes as are not found except in the 
Chinese musical scale. 

From that day forth the music in 
our church changed. We had to have 
books, lining the hymn practically 
ceased, the congr•egation had little 
part in the singing. We sang snappy 
songs from newer books and increased 
the tempo of our religion a bit . The 
old-timers, who sat down in the audi­
ence, had difficulty in keeping up with 
our songs, since they had been accus­
tomed to drawing out the end notes 
until breath failed. The organist 
pepped up things somewhat, so that 
there was at least a semblance of 
tempo.
