FINDS GETTING MARRIED, TACTICAL PROBLEM 

•Benjamin Franklin Hicks, 24-
year-old son of Mrs. Julia Hicks 
Bailey, whose ship was sunk be­
neath him in the Guadalcanal na­
val battle of last November, saw 
his h'Ope of getting married last 
Saturday sinking when he came 
here with his bride- to-be, Miss 
Callie Marie Hale, Hueysville, only 
to find the Floyd County Clerk's 
office closed. 

But the 24-year-old veteran of 
numerous sea battles decided to out­
flank the enemy, Time. He tele­
phoned Paintsvile. And he caught 
County Clerk Lonza. Reed, just be­
fore he locked the door or the 
Johnson county Cerk's omce. Coun­
ty Cerk Reed agreed to sta.y in his 
office till the couple could drive to 

Paintsville, 12 miles from here. 
And then, having granted them 

license, County Clerk Reed, who also 
is the Rev. Lonza Reed, of the Bap­
tist Church, tied the knot.
