Have You Wondered Why Easter Sunday 

Comes On Different Dates? 

This year Easter falls on April 91 pract­
ically the center of the r~\nge of dates on 
wlnch it may come. Last year it came on 
April 25, the last possible day, and gave 
many a buyer and merchandise manager 
quite a fit wjth their figures. The earliest 
po .,_· le date is March 22, which hasn't 
he ppened sint'c 1818 and won't happen 
aJrain il1 time for our contemporary buyers 
Hnd merchandil:;~ men to worry about. 

Th~:> principal reason we have so much 
trouo,~:: with Ea&ter dates can be laid to 
earl.\ pilyrimH to the Holy Land. They 
net ded moonlight to travel, so the Nicene 
Creed, dr:tWll u]) in 325, obligingly decided 
that Easter shoulc1 thereafter be on the 
fir~i SuiHlay aftc1· the Paschal full moon 
which happens on or after :!\larch 21. 

This was oltay for those early folk who 
still used the Hebrew lunar calendar under 
which tl e date always fell on the four­
te('nth day of Nisan, seventh month of the 
Jewlfo;h year. lt was only after the Julian 
calendar was adopted universally that 
Ea!'lter started kipping around. 

There ha\'C been se\·eral moves to bring 
Ea it£lr wilhin the orderly scope of solar 
time, but all ha vc been in \'a in. Principal 
among these was an act of the British Par­
liament provisionally determining tl1at 
Easter ::;hould be designated as the first 
Sunday after lhe second Saturday in April, 
"hich would have minimized the range of 
vmiation to ]C'SS than a week. This change 
\\as to await international consent, how­
ever, and it died for want of takers among 
the other nations. 

';I'he commercializing of Easter can by no 
ro<'!nns be laid solely to merchants through 
the centuries. Coincidentally, Easter por­
tends the advent of spring and, t~erefore, 
·is the logical time for a change m ward­
robe Hence the tradition of wearing the 
new~st and finest to church in honor of the 
day. · h ld As a fashion event, the hohday has e 
up verv well among the ladies. Of late, 
there lias been a waning of its importance 
as a style date for men, who ~pparently 
don't give a hoot how they look m church.
