night. Just before daybreak, we had
an alert: and I heard ‘the droning
of planes. I began seeking my fox-
hole pretty fast, but gradually the
droning faded away and I went back
to bed, determined mnot fto get out
next time till things really started
| happening. In a short time, the All
Clear was sounded. In "about 20
minutes after .that we had another
alert. Again I could hear'the plaines
| but I lay on, peeping euf the side of
| my hammeck, feeling foo drowsy
to get out after being kept awake
most of the night by alerts.

“Then something happened that
really made me move. Suddenly, as
| if ‘controlleq by a single hand, all

| the anti-zircraft fireworks opened;

up. I eould never have imaglned
