FLOYD BABE CARRIES BULLET FOR DAYS
BEFORE CAUSE OF ‘SWELLING’ KNOWN

The strange story of a toddling
baby being shot in this county and
of its parents not learning the babe |
had thus been wounded till daysi
later was received this week by THE
TIMES. |

Everett Jones and his family live
near the highway, a short distance
below the Arkansas curve, two miles |
north of Martin. Two weeks or more
ago when their son, a babe of less
than two years, suffered a head
wound they thought the tot had
been hit by a gravel hurled by a|
passing automobile. Blood was found
at the back of the child’s head and |
a knot appeared on the right side |

of his head, approximately four

inches from where the injury was
evident,

After waiting a few days for the
“swelling” to subside, Mr. and Mrs.
Jones called Dr. Claude L. Allen,
of the Martin General hospital staff,
to make an examination. The child
was then taken to the hespital.

There Dr. Allen removed a .32-
calibre steel-jacketed pistel bullet
which had ranged around the baby’s
head, beneath the skin, The child
suffered no ill effects from the
wound.
