During Year Cited

Upon the resignation Nov. 20 of
Lewis Dingus, Martin, as state high-
way foreman in this county, Ex-
Magistrate Daniel Akers, of Amba,
assumed charge of the work, it was
said here this week by Mr, Dingus.
Mr. Akers was expected to be
named permanent foreman.

Replying to critics of highway
work in the county, particularly
that on rural roads, Mr. Dingus
listed $12,000 worth of work. The
The rural highway fund for this
county this. year approximated
$22,000. The work schedule involv-
ing the $12,000 included $1.500 of
gravel for the Clear Creek road, $1,-
500 spent on Arkansas, $1,000 for
Meare Creek, $2,500 for Mud Creek,
$500 for Bull Creek, $5,000 on the
Garrett bridge.

In addition to this, he said, the
rural highway department is buy-
ing 1,000 tons of gravel for Clear
Oreek and Weeksbury roads and
has purchaseq 20,000 feet of lumber
for repair of various bridges.

Christmas Tree’ by Jap Searchlights,
Drove on to Attack, Mayo Writes

Description of the gallant part
American destroyerseplayed in the

[ naval victory off the Philippines over

the Jap navy is given in a letter
written by Lt.-Com. Lewis Harkey
Mayo to his father, W. P. Mayo,
Prestonsburg.

The former Prestonsburg high
school and Naval Academy football
star wrote his father, in part:

| “Our censorship has been relaxed

to the point that we can now men-
fion a few of our operations of the
last few weeks, This covers the
Philippine campaign, of course, and
the nayal battles which resulted
from our invasion. You have un-
doubtedly read much in the papers
about the hattle of Larigao Strait
or Leyte Gulf, whichever it was
called, and you have possibly won-
dered if we were in if. T can proud-
1y tell you that we were not only in
the aection but that our group of
destroyers contributed as much to
‘the annihilation of the Japanese
force as any other unit in our fleet.

“The first few days were compar-
atively quiet except for some enemy
air activity, most of which was out-
side of our gun range. But when it
became apparent that an engage-
ment with' the enemy was probahle
we found ourselves in a very stra-
tegic position. It was decided that
if the Japs came steaming up the
Gulf our first major move would
be a destroyer torpedo attack
against them, Since our normal pa-
trol station was so situated that our
main body of heavy ships was to the
northward and the Japs were com-
ing in to the southward it was only

|

logical that we should be directed
to make the initial attack before our
heavy' ships engaged the enemy
force. It was difficult to believe that
we were going into a major scrap
because I did not think the Japs
would challenge us, But they did,
and I'll have to give them credit for
having a lot of courage, although
not, very well tempered with judg-

ment. I knew that they were going

to;get licked but apparently they
didn’t.

“We had waited aroung a good
part of the night for them and I
had about given up on their com-
ing, but around midnight we had
definite reports and things sdon got
under way. We told the crew just
what the tactical situation was and
thoroughly explained our job. We
were all a little nervous but by no
means afraid. We all understood
that we were risking our necks, but
there was a big prize for the win-
ner, About two in the morning our
little group formegq up and then
started in for the attack. We termed
it ‘running down the slot.’

“Our chief worry was to get in
and fire our torpedoes before the
Japs could knock us off with gun-
fire. We set, our course in their gen-
eral direction until we picked them
up, and then we altered as neces-
sary and put on some speed to geb
into a good firing position. We ex~
pected any moment to be taken
under fire, but we kept boring on in,
Just before we got into torpedo
range they illuminated us with
searchlights and we fhought the jig

-goods. "

was up (we were lighted up like the
proverbial Christmas tree). But we
moved on in and fired all of our
torpedoes, then made g sharp turn
away and headed for the tall brush.
I mean, we went with EVery ounce
of steam we could make and laying
a smokescreen at the sameé time to
try to hide ourselves. As we made
the turn away after firing, the Japs
started pumping out the shells. Star
shells were bursting over us so they
could see us and regular shells were
landing all around. We zigged and
we zagged and we laid the smoke,
frying to shake off their gunfire. This
all lasted just a few minutes but it
seemed like eternity before we were
out of their gun range. We were not
even scratched but some salvos fit
50 close it sounded like the ship was
falling apart.  That was a risky
trick and we were lucky and happy
to zet out of it in such good shape.
“However, not o forget our orig-
inal purpose: Our torpedoes, as well
as we coulg tell from the explosions
and other bits of evidence, must
have found their mark, Our ship
can claim no credit in a scrap like
that, espeecially at night when ex-
act evaluation is impossible, but all
post-firing  analyses show that we
helped wreck the Jap formation. It
was a good size outfit, too, and con-
taingd the two enemy battleships
that were definitely sunk. We all
are mighty proud of our ship now,
and know that if we could do that

‘and get away with it, then we don't

have to look up to anybody. We m

Any person making
a fraudulent return or attempting
to evade the tax may upon convic-
tion be imprisoned from one to five |
