she could not inherit unless her In-
dian lineage was established.

As the case now stands, the widow
inherits half of the estate and her
two-year-old son the remainder.

Widow of the oil-rich Indian is a
daughter of Fred Burchety who
moved to Oklahoma from the Johns

Creek section of this county 13
years ago. Her husband died two
vears ago and for a time his family
envisioned complete control of his
fortune under Oklahoma Indian law.
These hopes were blasted when iU
became apparent that Mrs. Hokiahse
was to become a mother, a few
months after her husband’s death,
Followed the further complication |
of her claim of being of Indian de~
scent.

Kelly Brown, Muskogee, Okla.,
attorney came here as Mrs. Hoki-
ahse’s representative and with the
assistance of Howard & Mayo, local
attorneys, traced the widow’s line-
age directly to the pure Indian
stock of “Gronecer” Vaughan, a
Cherokee Tndian, claimed to be her
great-great-great-grandfather. Mrs,

QUICK ACTION

As Congress Faces
Work-Fight Measure
Opposed by Labor

Predicting that work-or-fight leg-
islation will be enacted by the Con-
gress, A. J. May, Prestonsburg,
chairman of the House Military Af-
fairs Committee, declared last week,
after Phillip Murray, CIO president,
had suggested that the problem be
handled by voluntary measures, that
“Congress is going to act and act
soon. It’s a question of whether we
follow the suggestions of labor lead-
ers or the leaders of our war effort,
who have testified there is an ur-
gent need for work or fight legisla-
tion right now.”

Murray and American Federation
of Labor spokesmen were scheduled
to appear before Congressman May's
committee this week. They oppose
the drafting of labor.

Mr. May said he is more convine-
sd than ever that “action by Con-
gress is needed to solve the nation’s
manpower problems.” In recess last
week-end after a week of hearings
on a national service bill applicable
to males between -18 and 45, his
committee is waiting to hear the
views of labor this week.

May brushed aside a suggestion
made by Phillip Murray, CIO presi-
dent, that the problem be handled
by voluntary methods and be taken
out of “the Congressional mess it's
in and returned to the people where
it belongs.”

Wars Be Ended

Louis Spilman, Waynesboro, Va.,
newspaperman, in his column, “In
the Old Arm Chair,” wrote the fol-

|lowing after learning of the death
| in action of “Bill” Mathis, son of Mr.
and Mrs. W. H. Mathis, Sr,, for-
| merly of this county:

| Most of us were stunned the other
|day when a4 message was received
| from the War Department starting
| with the customary, “We regret to
|inform you . . ." and ending with
| the tragic news that “Bill” Mathis
had been killed in action. “Bill"
Mathis was just 19; he was a symbol
of alert, aggressive, vitally alive young
| America. He was friendly; he knew
|e\'eryone and everyone with whom
he ever came in contact knew “Bill.”

The death of “Bill,” fighting with
the First Marine division in the Pa-
cific against the Japs, brought the
war right into the front room of
most of our homes. It was just the
other day that “Bill” attended
Waynesboro high school; active and
| enthustastic, ever looking into the
| future and planning to assume his
full share of the responsibilities that
futtire held in store. But “Bill’s” fu-
ture is so longer of this world . . . the
Japs and the silly nationalism that
keeps nations forever and ever at
each other's throats, saw to that.

When “Bill” and his parents first
moved to Waynesboro some five
vears ago he applied for and receiv-
ed a job after school in the office of
the News-Virginian. There are a
thousand things to learn in a news-
paper office but “Bill” dug in with a
characteristic vigor fto learn them
all. His was a pleasant personality,
a keen mind and an energetic deter-
mination. He did a good job. Ever
he was thinking of the future and
training ‘himself for something
worthwhile, He left his impress|
wherever he went: he loved life and
the opportunity it held for him.

The last letter he wrote to his
mother is indicative of "Bill": “Dear-
est. Mom,” he wrofe, “I've been
swimming all morning and
water was swell. I only wish you
could be here to enjoy this with me..

Dec. 1—Child
labor, illness, and parental indiffer-
ence are the real “wildcats” that
kept 25 per cent of Lewis county
children from enrolling in public
schools this term, D, J. Carty, di-
| rector of census and attendance for
the State Department of Education,
said today.

Carty wrote his analysis of Lewis
county attendance for B. C., Doug-
las, Vanceburg, local attendance of-
ficer, after a deluge of nation-wide
publicity on failure of the three
children of Joe Johnson to attend
school because their father balked |
at exposing them to the danger of al
wildeat lurking along their remote |
four-mile mountain trail to school.

The wildeat in Martin's Hollow, if

| sald, whereas total Lewis county
gahsemeeism from all causes in the

same period totaled 50972 child-
| days.

“So why all the how! about the
wildeat in Martin’s Hollow when
there are other wildcats with not
such a loud ery that are doing more
to destroy the effectiveness of good
school attendance than ‘Old Papa
Wildcat’ and all his posterity could
do to the Johnson children for the
next 100 years?” Carty asked.

The real “wildecats” causing havoc
in Lewis county attendance, Carty
continued, both outnumber and out-
rank the wildeat in Martin's Hollow.
He classified the real mischief mak-
ers as:

Grandpappy Wildeat, children
working without permits; Grand-
mammy Wildcat, illness of children;

indeed there be a wildeat in Mar-
‘in’s Hollow, would have to keep
Johnson'’s children out of school 106 |
vears to equal one year's absenteeism '
from Lewis county schools for other
reasons, Carty stated.

The state director of attendance
based his analysis of Lewis county
data in a state-wide survey now un-
der way to ascerfain and remedy
the causes_for a startling drop in
attendance at public schools iIn
Eentucky.

Out of the school census of 3,982
children in Lewis county between six
and 18 years, Carty said, only 2,986
are enrolled in public schools. Thus
25 per cent are not enrolled, and of
the 75 per cent who are enrolled,
10 per cént are not attending.

Valid reasons account for 31.8 per
cent of Lewis county absencences,
while invalid reasons account for
§8.2 per cent, Carty said. The list
of valid reasons follows:

Iliness of child, 22 per cent; ill-
ness in family, 1.8 per cent; quar-
antine, 1.4 per cent; lack of sufii-
cient clothing, 1.1 per cent; weather
| conditions, 17 per cent, and trans-
| portation, 2.1 per cent,

Carty listed the invalid excuses
as:

Indifference of parents, 20 per
| cent; truancy, 2.4 per cent; working
without permit, 285 per cent; visit-
