HURT SIGNS

CONFESSION
IN SLAYING

Man, Nabbed at Auxier
Friday Evening, Tells
Of Damron Slaying

Arrested at Auxier Friday night
by members of the Kentucky High-
way Patrol, Willard “Blackie” Hurt,
19 years old, later signed a confes-
slon at Pikeville telling of the
bizarre slaying Feb. 12 of Hermit
Damron, 25-year~old Belcher cripple,
near Regina, Ky, and the hiding
of the body in a partially loaded
coal ear.

Hurt, his half-brother, Henry Jen-
nings, 28, and Flora Ward, 20, of
Pike county, were in jail Tuesday,
the Warg woman on a charge of
contributing to conspiracy of mur-
der. Hurt and Jennings are of the
Auxier section of this county.

Although authorities do not doubt
that Damron was slain, the body
has not been found. Officials of the
Miller Coa} Company, a truck mine
operating at the mouth of Marrow-
bone Creek, said & partially loaded
car  was on their tracks, as Hurt
stated in his confession, and said
the ear was later filled and shipped
to a steel company at Gary, Indiana.
Superintendent of the Gary plant
sald the coal was dumped into coke
ovens but that no body was dis-
covered. He added that it is possi-
ble but not probable a human body
could have passed undetected into
the 'ovens.

King Damron, father of the vic-
tim, has offered a $200 reward for
recovery of his son's body and the
search turned to the Marrowbone
section this week, County Attorney
Gene L. Auxier told THE TIMES
Wednesday,

Col. Beverly Waddell, acting di-
rector of the Highway Patrol, who
conducted a part of the investiga-
tion in co-operation with Pike coun-
ty authorities, declined to comment
on the case.

County Attorney Auxier said Hurt
named his hali-brother, Jennings;
as the actual slayer, claiming Jen-
nings fireq three shots into Dam-
ron’s body and that $120 was taken
from the dead man.

Auxier said Hurt later repudiated
his “cenfession.”

Flora Ward, Auxier sald, was one
of a party of two men and two
women who left the train with Dam-
ron. She claimed, however, she had
no knowledge of the case, had only
sat mear Damron and two other
men, en route to Elkhorn City, and
that the three men left the train
at Marrowbone while she continued
on to Elkhorn OCity.

Jennings is held under $5,000 bond
and Miss Ward under $1,000 pending
examining trial April 9. Date for
Hurt’s examining trial had not been
set Tuesday.

In discussing hybrid corn with
different farmers in Floyd county, I
have founq that some farmers like
the hybrids and some do not. Afier
checking the reasons, I found that
the farmer who likes hybrid corn is
one who planted an adapted or
otherwise desirable hybrid varlety,
while the farmer who doesn’t like
the hybrid is one who bought and
planted an unadapted hybrid. As a
result of hundreds of fleld tests by
Kentucky farmers in all the 120
countles of Kentucky in co-opera-
tion with county agents and the Ex-
have found

that there are five hybrids which
equalled or exceeded the yield of
any local open-pollinated variety
corn grown by farmers in this state
or.this county. Three of these hy-
brids are yellow varieties and two
of them are white. The two white
hybrids are Ky. T2B and Ky. 203.
The yellow hybrids are Ky. 102, Ky.
103 and U.S. 13. For early planting,
which is the time when corn crops
should be planted in this county, the
white Ky. 72B and Ky. 203 gave a
good yield of fodder and from one
to two good-size ears on each stalk.
The same applies to the vellow va~
rieties; Ky. 103 and Ky. 102.

The U.S. 13 is an extra early hy-
brid and is not recommended ex-
cept for late planting (about the
middle of June to July 15). Other-
wise, if it is planted early, it will
mature in the late summer and the
leaves and stalks are damaged if
excessive rainfall should occur at
that time. Hybrid seed should be
planted so as to have at least a third
more plants on an acre than you
would have if you planted our local
varieties. The seed should be pro-
duced in this state or in a state
of the same latitude. In most cases
we reduce our corn yield when we
buy hybrids or & pure variety of corn
that has been produced in a more
northern state because this com will
mature in a short period of time
and will not grow and take advan-
tage of our longer growing season.

Hybrid Corn Offers Hope of Greater Yield
On Smaller Acreage, County Agent Says

By COUNTY AGENT S. L. ISBELL
to the fact that labor is
scarce, farmers in Floyd county this
year are trying to get higher yields
of corn on fewer acres of land. To
these higher yields three
things are essential: good soil, good
seed and a good season. We can im-
prove the soil by using complete
fertilizers, lime and manure (either
barnyard manure or plow under a
green manure crop). Good adapted
seed corn is also available.

We cannot change the season but
we can plant the kind of seed that
will help reduce the effect of an
unfavorable season. For example, a
well-adapteq variety of hybrid seed
corn has a large root systemi which
the corn from blowing
down during storms and enables it
to secure additional moisture dur-
ing & drought and these two fac-
tors make it possible 10 get a normal
vield of corm in an abnormal crop

it will definitely outyield any variety
which is grown in this county when
planted late, while our local varie-
ties will outyield the U.8. 13 if plant-
ed early or about the middle of Ap-

As a result of tests carrled on in
this county last year, we are recom-
mending for an early planting eith-
er Ky. 103 or Ky. 102, yellow variety,
or Ky. 72B and Ky. 203, white va-

At the present price of fertilizer
any farmer can afford to use from
three to four hundreq pounds per
acre and at the present price of feed
corn the extra price paid for a good
hybrid seed would be money well
spent. Each variety of hybrid seed
is sold as flat or round grains. The
round grains are cheaper in price
and our demonstration tests indicat-
ed no difference in yield. We are
therefore recommending the round
grains (the round grains come from
each end of the ear while the flat
grains are those grains which come
from the middle portion of the ear
and all grains from the same ear,
regardless of shape, have the same

Government figures indicate a decrease of 38%, of civilian meat
supplies is expected during this quarter (January to March, in-
clusive), as compared with a year ago.

PORK: 509, approximately, of dressed weight.

LARD: 75%, approximately, of production in accordance with

recent order.
