THE TIMES would not appear critical 
of the proposed closing this week of 
the Vocational Training Shop here, 

but it does lift an eyebrow as the doors 
close. . 

It wonders if those doors are to re­
open, if Prestonsburg students and Floyd 
county war veterans desiring vocational 
training are to find it at home, once these 
doors are shut. 

In the same skeptical mood, we won­
der why, even though there is a dearth 
of trainees at this time, those charged 
with the program's responsibilities do 
not recall that July and August have in 
the past been equally dull at the shop. 
We wonder why the shop should be 
closed throughout those two months, a 
time when several youngsters and per­
haps many veterans will be thinking of 
learning trades. To close its doors is to 
admonish these of Floyd county who 
want such training at some future date 
to go where the doors are open-for in­
stance, to Paintsville. 

That the institution here has not been 
considered an integral part in vocational 
education plans for this section is strong­
ly hinted in recent requests from the 
Mayo school that any veteran seeking 
such training be brought first of all to 
Paintsville. Why the twelve miles on 
farther away from home if he could find 
what he wanted here? 

Floyd county has a very real interest 
in this matter, for it was the money paid 
by every taxpayer which made the 
building here possible, and federal funds 
equipped it with modern machinery such 
as which at one time made it the envy of 
other NY A plants of the section. 

That the shop should "go on vacation" 
is not a matter for argument. Perhaps it 
should for these two months. But it most 
certainly should not be closed-some­
body should remain there to confer with 
applicants for future training-if it is to 
remain an active part of the vocational 
education program.
