Tire Quotas Held 
To August Level 

Motorists' hopes for new tires 
were dimmed this week when the 
OPA announced that September 
civilian quotas would be the same 
as in August, and "far from enough" 
to meet the flood of applications 
since gasoline rationing ended Au­
gust 15. 

Max McCullough, deputy ration­
ing administrator, promised, how­
ever, that tire rationing will end 
"just as soon as enough tires are 
available" to prevent the transpor­
tation system from being crippled 
by a ruslt that would strip dealers 
of supplies. 

Next month's quotas call for 2,-
500.,000 passenger-car tires, 386,862 
for small trucks and 200,000 for 
larger trucks. The only important 
change from August quotas was an 
increase of 2,000 large-truck tires 
and a corresponding reduction in 
smaller sizes. 

Two Eastern Kentucky 
Coal Mines Inspected 

Two Kentucky coal mines in Floyd 
and McCreary counties, employing 
983 men and producing 3,500 tons of 
coal daily, were recently re-exam­
ined by federal inspectors who com­
mend existing safety precautions 
but suggested further improvements 
in operating conditions, according to 
formal re-inspection reports releas­
ed by the Bureau of mines. 

The operations are the Co-Opera­
tive mine of the Stearns Coal and 
Lumber Company at Co-Operative, 
McCreary county, and the Wayland 
No. 28 mine of the Elk Horn Coal 
Corporation at Wayland, Floyd 
county. Beneficial changes made be­
tween federal safety surveys at both 
operations were credited to company 
initiative, employe cooperation, or­
ders and suggestions of the Ken­
tucky Department of Mines and 
Minerals, and recommendations of 
the Bureau.

Never Heard of War 

Ernest Denks, who says he is 
from the hills near Morehead, has 
found out "more dern things" since 
he moved to Los Angeles, including 
the fact that there was a war on 
recently. 

But if he ever goes back to More­
head, he'll have an irate citizenry 
to face. 

Seven days after the Japanese 
surrender, he said he discovered 
that the United States had been at 
war with Germany and Japan and 
went to his draft boal'd and signed 
his registration card with an X, a 
press association dispatch from Los 
Angeles said. 

The ex-farmer told his draft board 
that there weren't newspapers or 
radios in the hills near Morehead 
and he had never been to school to 
learn to read or write. 

Residents in Morehead said they 
"never heard of him or any other 
Denks family." 

Citizens there may get "all riled 
up" a;bout the story, W. E. Crutcher, 
editor and owner of Morehead's pa­
pers, the Independent and the 
Rowan County News, said. 

"Why, we're the most progressive 
city in the United States," he claim­
ed, "and I don't understand how 
Denks could have missed the war 
news. We have two weekly papers 
and our radios get the same news 
everyone else does." 

Crutcher admitted that "we have 
illiterate mountaineers all right, but 
so does Jeffei·son counLy." He said 
he thought some reporters must 
have exaggerated the story because 
he never has heard of anyone there 
who didn't know about the war. 

Denks went to Los Angeles after 
a friend told him he might get a job 
there working as a porter in a 
night club. 

The press dispatch failed to say 
how he got wind of the startling 
news.
