Coroner Shepherd expressed the
opinion that Smith had been dead
“at least 24 hours when found.” His

condition of repair as before such
Iwork was commenced.

(e) Wherever in such franchise,
gither the city of Prestonsburg, or
the grantee of such franchise is re-
ferred to, it shall be deemed to in-
clude the respective successors, or
assigns, or either, and all rights,
privileges and obligations contained
in such franchise shall be binding
upon and inure to the benefit of the
respective successors and assigns of
sald city, or said grantee, whether so
expressed or not.
