War Trophy Weapons
Registration Asked
As Safety Measure

In behalf of public safety, Joseph
D Nunan, Jr., Commissioner of In-
ternal Revenue, last week appealed
to all members and veterans of the
armed forces and their families to
register and safeguard all machine
guns and automatic weapons brought
into the country as war trophies.
Calling attention to the mandatory
provisions of the National Firearms
Act of 1843, and the regulations
promulgated thereunder, Commis-
sioner Nunan said:

“We have hesitated to do any-
thing to hinder service families in
the enjoyment of their rightly-earned
trophies of war. However, our at-
tention has been called to several in-
stances in recent months where
criminals have stolen or otherwise
acquired war trophy guns and have
used the weapons for criminal pur-
poses. 1 am issuing these cautions
for the safety both of service fam-
ilies and the public at large.

“Under the law registration must
be made al once by every possessor
of any firearms of the automatic
type, such as machine pistols, ma-
chine guns, submachine guns, or'any
type gun from which a number of
shots or bullets may be discharged
with one continuous pull of the
trigger. 1 urge all servicemen, vet-
erans, and their families having any
such guns, to communicate at once
—in person, by telephone, or mail—
with the nearest office of an Investi-
gator in charge, Alecohol Tax Unit,
Bureau of Internal Revenue, or to
write to me at Washington, D.C. A
representative of the Bureau will
call and assist them with the regis-
tration without charge.

“At the same time, I urge posses-
sors of these weapons to accept the
assistance of the Bureau represen-
tative in rendering them inoperative.
This will not affect the souvenir
value of the weapons, but will pre-
vent accidents and keep them out
of the hands of the criminal ele-
ment.

“Purthermore, -as long as the
weapon is serviceable, the law Te-
quires payment of the $200 tax upon
each sale, exchange, gift or other
transfer of the firearm. If the gun
is made permanently inoperative, it
may be transferred as a war trophy
without payment of the $200 tax
by the filing of Form 5 (Firearms)
with the Commissioner of Internal
Revenue, Washington, D.C.”

Tire applications are heing held
up beeause the forms_S‘-'_l:aed, gwhlch
were originally prepared when tire
rationing was closely Mnked with
gasoline rationing, are'being in-
correctly filled in now that tire
eligibility rules have been revised,
OPA said. Formerly, mosg applicants
had to have a supplemental gasoline
ration to be eligible for tires, and
this, In turn, was based on occupa-
tional needs. Gasoling rations are no
longer used but occupational use of
an automobile is shill the principal
basis for the issuance of fire pur-
chase certificates. i

Failure to fill in forms correctly
resulls in the applications being re-
jected by local War Price and Ra-
tioning Boards because of insuffi-
clent information on the eccupa-
tional use of the car. OPA decided it
was inadvisable to spend funds on
new forms at this time when the
old forms may still be used if pre-
pared so'as to include all data the
boards need.

purposes. This is especially rough
treatment of the road users, be-|
cause they pay all the taxes for the
roads, and a very large proportion |
of all other taxes which make up |
the general fund. The amendment |
is absolutely necessary fo secure the
road fund, now and in the future.”

Governor Willis statea that the
amendment does not touch in any
way directly or indirectly any ad
valorem tax or any other tax than
those specified by name and de-
scription in the amendment pro-
posed. He further added that the
power of the Legislature is not im-
properly ecurtailed. “It is perfectly
free to levy the taxes for the roads,
and all other taxes,” he declared.
“The only limitation is that taxes
levied on these particular sources
cannot be diverted from highway
purposes. The greatest need in Ken-
tucky today is the completion of our
highway system, and the construe-
tion of our rural roads. The rural
road program stands at the fore-
front because it affords access to
schools, churches, and markets.”

In coneluding his talk the Gover-
nor appealed to all voters of the|
state to support the smendment.
“It is strietly a non-partisan pro-
gressive step which 16 other states
have already ftaken.” He said, “All
parties should support it because it
will benefit all. I believe the adop-
tion of this amendment will advance
the welfare of Kentucky and of all
Kentuckians I heartily and unre-
servedly support it. I regard the ob-
jections interposed to it as frivolous
and fallacious, I ask all voters to
support the amendment which will
advance the greatest road program
ever planned for Kentucky.”
