In announcing the coming fo this
county of the noted lecturer and
social worker, the Wheelwright club
issued an invitdtion to residents of
the section to hear her. Co-operat-
ing with the club in sponsoring the
lecture are the Inland Steel Com-
pany and the Wheelwright schools.

A part of Miss Brown's exper-
iences in China were told in her ar-
ticle, “Six Thousand Miles over the
Roads of Free China,” published in
the March, 1944 number of the Na-
tional Geographic Magazine. But her
knowledge of China and the women
of the Far East, gained through liv-
ing in their homes, traveling from
village to village, with special atten-
tion to the plight of rural commu-
nities, is deeper and more detailed
than can be told in any magazine
article.

The speaker first went to China in
1925 to do soecial work in rural areas,
later traveling through all sections
of the country, from Manchuria to
Kwantung, as executive secretary of
the rural Iﬂ)rogram of the YWCA.
She identified herself with village
life by living in the homes and par-
ticipating in the economie, health
and educational problems of the ave-
rage Chinese farm home. Returning
to the United States in 1937, she
continued with her social studies and
work for three years in this country,
Jeaving in 1941 for the Philippines
to study problems and needs of the
island people, Late that year, she
was bagk China, traveling from
Hongkong by bus and train
various citles, and in January be-
coming one of the first women to fiy
across “the Hump” into India.
