LICKING VALLEY COURIER 
\Vest Liberty, Ky.) recently told a 

which many Floyd county 
ers might read with profit. 

Briefly, the news-story told of a Mor­
gan county tobacco crop this year that is 
worth an estimated $1,667,250; of a crop 
that will average between 1,350 and 1,-

400 pounds to the ac1·e-and return 
of around $650 in cash to the acre of land 
in cultivation. 

That--from Morgan county, a ection 
of the state not famed for the fertility of 
its soil, but where farming has become a 
business rather than an avocation. 
Which cau es one to wonder what Floyd 
might produce, were its farmers deter­
mined to show a profit from their soil 
rather than a mere livelihood. 

Tobacco is edging into this county but 
is a long way from gaining a beach-head 
because of the tobacco allotment system 
now in effect. At least one farmer this 
year grew tobacco, knowing he would 
be required to pay a penalty because he 
had not been allotted a tobacco base. 
~ext year, however, he will be entitled 
to a base and thus will be in the business, 
on equal footing with growers of other 
sections. 

Morgan county farmers in the 1939-40 
season drew checks totaling $219,000 
and each year thereafter the number and 
value of tobacco checks have grown until 
in 1943-44 they hit the million-dollar 
mark, then last year passing on over to 
$1,380,000. And now this year's fine rec­
ord for a mountain county where coal 
and oil and gas deposits are not such that 
agriculture is forgotten as an industry. 

These figures do not definitely prove 
anything to Floyd county where tobacco 
comes rolled or in the plug or twist; yet 
they give us something to think about. 

Something that is not a mere pipe 
dream.
