Commends Floyd Mine

A federal coal mine inspector has
commended the 36 workers and of-
ficials of the Harmon Branch Coal
Company’s relatively new 100-ton-a~
day Caudill No. 2 mine, apened in
July, 1845, near Betsy Layne, for
adopting severa.l recognized safety
practices, the Bureau of Mines an-
mnounced recently in a safety report
based on an original government
dnspection of the mine a few weeks
ago.

Although Inspactor Russell ‘Shaw
enumerated the number of praise=

worthy features of the mine, he also
sugges additional safeguards to
increase “protection for life and
property;

Among the commendable features
were adeguate ventilation and effec-
tive use of line brattices, daily pre-
shiff, examination of the mine for
gas and other hazards, adequate
clearance along haulageways, use of
|incombustible stemming with ex-
| plosives, employment of shot-firers
{ to blast coal when all other men are
out of the mine, wearing of protec~
tive hats by all employes, well-in-
stalled hoisting maechinery and sur-
face haulage tracks, and promotion
of a safety group with periodic open=
forum meetings of employes.

To supplement these practices and
conditions, Inspector Shaw advised
posting and stricter enforcement of
systematic timbering rules, approved
roof testing, exclusive use of permis-
sible explosives in a permissible
manner, replacement of open-flame

lamps, 4 ban on smoking under-
ground, incombustible stoppings in
coursing air, adoption of a coal-
dust control program, wider use of
safety-toe footwear, and certain
safeguards for electrical installa-
tions. y

Congress Amends G.1I. Bill

The Congress, on irecember 19,
1945, passed certain amendments to
the “G.I. Bill of Rights” which will
|'go Far toward meeting the many ob=
| jections raijsed against the opera-
| tioms of some provisions of the orig=-
{inal act. The bill was signediby Pres-
ident Truman on Dec. 23, 1945 Al-
{though no corrected copy of the
| measure as it passed is available, the
following summary of the important
changes in the Education and Train-
ing phase of the bill come from an
authentic source.
| The Act extends the time from two
to four years after either the date
of ‘the veteran’s discharge or the
termination of the war, whichever is
the latter, to initiate a course; and
extends the time within which ed-
ueation or training may be afforded
from 'seven to nine years after the
ternyination of the war.

The new Act eliminates the re-
quirement in the law that veterans
show that education was interrapted
by service, and because of such
change, it strikes out the 25-year nge
Timitation on presumpfion of imter-
ruption of education.

There is stricken from the pres-
ent law the reference to a refresher
or reteining course, and in effect the
new Act provides that the veteran
will be ‘afforded approved education
or trairing for a period of one year
plus fhe 'time he was in active ser-
vice, not to exceed a tot.al of four
years.

Provision is made for Instruciion
in correspondence courses, without
|substst,ence allowances, subject o
| corttracts sas to rates, charging ome-
[fourth of #the elapsed time used fin
fdollowing such courses against the
veteran's period of eligibility. The
Ituta‘l amowit payable for a corre-
| spondence vourse is limited to $500.

The monthly subsistence allow-
ances are increased from $50 to $65
in the cases of veterans without de-
| penidents, and from $75 to $80 in the
cases of veterans with dependents.

He is not alone, however, in his
concern about Iignorance and i
cure, Never before has the publie
press shown as much interest in ed-
ucation, Much of this inferest stems
from the lessons of World War II
and its causes. Behind the minds of
the enemy there were teachers dis-
torted from the teaching of truth to
the teaching of lies. Back of the
would-be conguerors of the world
were false teachers who based their
lessons on greed, cruelty, and the
worthlessness of human life,

It was in recognition of this fact
that education was clearly defined as
one of the objectives of the United
Nations at the San Francisco Con-
ference. Then followed the develop-
ment of the Constitution of UNESCO

at London during November.

The implication of all this is very
clear. Now, in every land, In every
language, the teachers have a key
job in the most important business
—the business of keeping the peace.
