There is no reason a highe1· type high­
way cannot be built from the Mayo Trail, 
near here, via Auxier to the site of the 
dam.

Needed is 
a widening of the route, improvement of 
some of the grade-and, lastly, bitumin­
ous surfacing. 

This is not setting the sights too high. 
The state can afford to complete such a 
route, certainly, if it can start from 
scratch and build entirely new roads. 

If you think there is plenty of time, 
that there's no need to rush the matter, 
remember that our neighbors are quite 
sensibly in a hurry. Pike county already 
has a road several miles down Johns 
Creek. Johnson county is determined to 
have one up the stream to link Paintsville 
with the dam, a future mecca for sports­
men. 

Floyd county's fiscal court has been 
progressive enough to pledge its help to 
complete a road to the dam, but it should 
immediately enlist state aid to make this 
a permanent road and one which can ac­
commodate the heavy traffic that one 
day will be traveling to and from the 
dam.

To prepare your cows for a quick letdown of 
milk, first massage the udder vigorously for 20 
seconds with~ very warm cloth (130° F.), wrung 
out of a chlonne (250 parts per million) solution. 
Second, draw two or three streams from each 
quarter into a strip cup-which removes milk of 
high bacterial count and permits inspection for 
abnormal milk indicating mastitis. These two 
steps stimulate the cow's milk glands and cause 
her to let down in about 40 seconds. Milking 
should be started within a minute after udder 
massage and finished within four minutes includ­
ing brief stripping either by hand or machlne. It 
is g~d practice to sterilize teat cups in a chlorine 
solution after each cow is milked.

\ Just recently my son and son-in­
llaw were discharged from the ser-

vices. Both had over two years' over­
seas service; so, naturally, they 
needed civilian clothes. Both had 
their "Lame Duck" discharge badges. 

I told them they could find cloth-
ing in Prestonsburg, our county seat. 
They took off and went to Prestons­
burg to get the needed clothing. 
They visited all the clothing stores 
and got quite a bunch of clothes. 
They decided to drink a bottle of 
beer while waiting for the bus for 
home, had the cork pulled off the 
bottles and were sitting in a booth 
in a so-called respectable place of 
business. One of the officers, Jim 
Hall, saw them sipping their beer 
and told them to come go with him 
to the county jail. So, naturally, they 
asked him what the charges were. 
He didn't answer, said, "Come on." 
They asked him if they couldn't get 
on the bus and go home. He said 
yes. They started to the bus station 
without any noise or loud talk or 
anything that would disturb the 
peace. He let them get almost to the 
bus station and decided to take them 
in. 

The only reason he could have 
changed his mind was that probably 
he just caught sight of their "Lame 
Duck" badges and decided it was 
worth while to steer them to jail. I 
got worried about the boys when the 
last bus ran from Prestonsburg and 
the beys didn't show up, so on the 
early bus to Prestonsburg I went, 
found out from inquiry they were in 
jail. My son was charged with breach 
of the peace. I · asked the Jailer if 

1 that meant he showed fight or resis­
tance of the officer that arrested 
them. He said the boy only asked 
Hall if he could go home as he 
wasn't drunk or couldn't think or 
see anywhere that he had violated 
the law. So Hall had him booked as 
breach of the peace, fine $10 and the 
other boy $19.75 drunken fine. The 
fines were paid after a dismal night 
in jail. I personally asked different 
people in Prestonsburg if they no­
ticed these boys. They said if they 
were drunk or disorderly they didn't 
notice. I asked the boys if they had 
breakfast. They said the man 
brought them up gravy and two 
slices of bread and a pot of coffee 
and no cups to drink it in. Take it 
all around, th e boys and folks who 
know what treatment they got at 
their county seat after fighting and 
doing all they could for free speech 
and liberty, the goal they thought 
they were fighting for, it sure was a 
Jet-down. The service they got at 
the county jail, which the taxpayers

maintain, they were refused a phone 
call to their folks at home to let 
them call and tell what happened 
I to them, although the boys had $250 I 
I in money on them and wanted to 
pay the charges. If they had been 
allowed to call me I could have saved I 
a miserable night for them in the 1
