The following letter to Roy Allen,
Prestonsburg, from Wayne Shew-
man, Rochester, N. Y., not only tells
how Chester Allen, brother of Roy,
met death on the Anzio beachhead
but also provides an interesting in-
sight into the combat soldier's
thoughts during action:

“Your letter has affected me deep-
ly. What I write will probably be all
that you and your family will have
to make the whole thing seem real
I assure you, this answer is very im-
portant to me. It's a duty to a good
friend and a good soldier.

We had been living in holes, un-
der constant fire, on the " Anzio
beachhead for I don't know how
many weeks. Time just merges inte
one big lump on the batflefield. One
night the order came down to pack
our bedrolls. We knew that was it.
Our turn had come, they were going
to break the ring around the beach-
thead and our tanks would be the
| first to roll toward the enemy.

If you do get hit that's the
easy one, the hard deaths are the
ones in the imagination. You go on

and on without sleep. You freeze |

You
don't crack up because there's some-
thing inside you that makes you
thateway. Guts, nerve, whatever you
[want to call it, Chester had it to
the limit. I know—I was with him
all through Africa, at Cassino and

dents of the remaining portions of
the reservoir area will generally not
be required to vacate their houses
before the latter part of the fall of
1947, thus permitting continued use
lof lands and orderly conduct of
business in these areas until that
time.

“Prior to completion of the dam
the government will acquire the nec-
essary lands and flowage easements
for operation of the reservoir. Be-
fore acquiring these lands the gove-
ernment will have them appraised
by competent local and government
appraisers and will negotiate with
the owmners to assure that a fair
| price is paid the owners for the nec-
|essary rights required, Due con-
sideration will be given to severance
damages and available access facili-
ties to all portions or tracts of land
not acquired by the government.”

The dam will be located 54 miles
above the mouth of Johns Creek,
and about five miles north-east of
Prestonsburg. It will be of earth-fill
type of constructiom and have a
| height of about 105 feet and a crest
length of about 890 feet, Construec-
tion features of the dam and reser-
voir are controlled outlet works dis-
charging through a tunnel in' the
left abutment, an uncontrolled spill-
way discharging through a channel
excavated in the leff abutment, and
a rolled-filled earth dike about 350
feet lomg and 40 feet high closing a
¥ow gap in the reservoir perimeter.
The reservoir will control a drainage
area of 207 square miles and will
provide a gross storage of 88,000
acre-feet at spillway crest elevation.
