Ashland. 

On arrival in Ashland she was 
met by Miss White.

OF 65 CENTS 
Unskilled Work Rate 
Fixed by Labor Dept.; 
Excavation Continues 
Dissatisfaction with the 65c-per­

hour wage scale prescribed by the 
Department of Labor for unskilled 
workers employed by the Ryan Con­
struction Company in construction 
of the Johns Creek dam is blamed 
for the WQrk-stoppage by this class 
of laborer on the project. 

Friday morning, with work barely 
started by approximately a dozen 
men, the workers quit. Since that 
time they have refused to work at 
the wage scale prescribed and are 
said to have contacted others as they 
appeared at the dam site. 

There has been no violence, it was 
emphasized, nor have any threats 
been made. T'ne strikers, unorgan­
ized, have not specified the wage 
they demand. 

County officials who visited the 
strike scene this week said they were 
told the wage authorized by the De­
partment of Labor cannot be exceed­
ed by the contractor without viola­
tion of the Stabilization Act. For the 
same reason, it was said, a lower 
wage cannot be paid. They estimated 
the number of men at the scene of 
operations Tuesday morning as 30. 

U. S. Resident Engineer H. W. 
Witte gave no confirmation of any 
phase of the strike other than to say 
a work-stoppage did occur last Fri­
day morning because of dissatisfac­
tion with the wage scale fixed for 
common labor. 

Yet operations at Dewey were go­
ing ahead, with the strike not ma­
terially affecting work at this partic­
ular time. Equipment continued to 
arrive and excavation by steam 
Shovel for the upstream turmel por­
tal on the west side of Johns Creek 
was under way. 1mprovement of ac­
cess roads and grading for the field 
office building were also started.

WORTH THINKING ABOUT 
In view of the recent talk about the business, profits, 
etc., of the meat packers, it's worth remembering the 
basic economics of all businesses in this country. 

To be successful, any business must do four things 
-1) it must purchase its raw materials at prices com­
parable to the prices paid by its competitors; 2) through 
know-how, efficiency, good operating, it must manufac­
ture products of comparable quality at a manufacturing 
cost no higher than that of its competitors; 3) in doing 
this, it must pay its workers wage rates comparable to 
the going wage-scale paid by others; 4) and it must sell 
its product at prices that a large part of the public is 
willing and able to pay. 

In the livestock-and-meat industry, this simply means 
that prices must be high enough to earn both cost and 

a decent profit for the livestock producer, the meat 
packer and the retail merchant-and low enough to 
keep the great masses of people eating meat.

During the hot, 
dry days of July and August, gains are freq~ently low 
or lacking, and indeed an actual loss of weight often 
occurs· but with fall, gains again resume. 
The~ facts show the importance of providing sup­

plementary pasture for the summer. In Missouri, 
Lespedeza is an efficient summer crop, and when used 
as supplementary pasture it allows other native pas­
ture grasses to build up and provide good growths 
for fall and winter. 

When cattle are pasture-fed until two to two and 
one-half years old, on good pasture, plus good winter 
roughag~. they should gain _on an average. of a poul}d 
a day. With a sixty-day penod of full feedmg (requi.r­
ing twenty bushels of corn), most well-bred caiile will 
finish out and grade "Good" at a weight of 1050 to 
1200 pounds. Yearling cattle, after a full reason of 
grazing good pastures, need from 100 to 130 days on 
full feed (twenty to twenty-five bushels of corn and a 
hundred pounds of supplement), and should tben 
grade ''Good" at a weight of 850 to 950 pounds.
