POWER RATE 
CUT OKEHED 

Ky. & W. Va. Power Co. 
Voluntary Reduction 
2nd in Four Months 
The Public Service Commission 

last week approved a rate reduction 
of $355,000 a year by the Kentucky 
& West Virginia Power Company of 
Ashland as a result 9f the utility's 
savings resulting from repeal of the 
federal excess profits taxes. 

The commission last December di­
rected all utilities to show cause why 
they should not reduce their rates in 
view of beirlg relieved of the excess 
profits tax burden and three of the 
larger companies responded. 

Kentucky & West Virginia Power 
Company offered to lower its charg · 
es to large users $213,000 a year, 
which the commission accepted, then 
followed with an additional cut of 
$142,000 for residential and commer­
cial customers, making the $335,000 
total approved. 

K entucky & West Virginia's first 
reduction became effective for large 
users on January 1. The additional 
cut of $142,000 for residential and
