When Floyd county's rural schools
re-open their doors July -15, their
first nine-month term will begin, it
is expected as a result of the unified
public school system provided by
action of the 1946 session of the
| General Assembly, Superintendent
Town: Hall said this week.

This extended school term is made |

possible by a uniform tax rate for
rural school and consolidated school
districts of $1.50 on the $100 valua-
rion.

Opening date for consoclidated
schools was set by the Floyd kounty
board of education at its recent meet-
ing for September 9.

Ten small school buildings, re-ad-
vertised for bids for the May meet-
ing of the Board after bids a month
earlier were considered exorbitant,
were let to contract. Schools to be
built, low bidders and amounts of
their bids follow:

Clear Creek, Buck's Branch, Lick
Fork, Lancer and Brush Creek; J. L.
Meade and Taulbee McGuire, $2,497
on each building: Ivy Creek school,
Will Hamilton, $2,790; two-room
school at Buckeye, B, J. Caudill,
$4,598; Spewing Camp, George Tack-
ett, $2,800; Cold Springs, B. B,
Shepherd, $2,883; mouth Tinker
Fork, E. V. Hamilton, $2,550.

‘The Board saved neatly $10,000
by re-advertising these schools for
new bids,” Mr. Hall said.

SO These were not concrete demands. They

were presented in general terms in speeches
by the union officials. The mine operators
were asked to agree to them without know-
ing exactly what such agreement would
mean. Otherwise the miners refused to ne-
gotiate at all. They refused to discuss these
or any other subjects in detail. They refused
to bargain collectively. They called a strike
and the strike continues.

As to the first: Coal mine operators have
offered the highest wages ever paid to coal
miners. They have volunteered the highest
offer made by any large industry since the
end of the war. They voluntarily offered to
follow the wage pattern set in the steel, oil,
and automotive industries. They offered to
reduce the working hours per day. They
made a number of specific offers regarding
working conditions.

5. Wages—In their offer to conform
to the government’s wage-price pattern,
they offered to the miners the highest
wages ever paid in the coal industry. (This
offer would add between $100,000,000
and $150,000,000 a year to the cost of
producing bituminous coal.)

6. Hours—They offered to reduce the

was called at the request of John L. Lewis,
president of the miners’ union. The Opera-
tors’ Negotiating Committee readily agreed

to it. The conference began March 12, 1946.

WHAT DID THE
COAL OPERATORS OFFER? WHAT THE COAL FAMINE

MEANS TO YOU

Union officials consumed almost a week in
speechmaking. They made no specific de-
mands. The operators replied in less than
one day and then promptly submitted pro-
posals to prevent a strike. The proposals
were ignored by the union officials. A strike
was called on April 1.

The operators submitted additional pro-
posals to bring the strike to an end. These
also were dismissed by theiunion’s leaders.

UNION LEADERS REFUSE
TO BARGAIN—UNLESS...

Union officials walked out of the confer-
ence on April 10, admitting that there had
been no negotiations for making a new wage
agreement since the conference had opened.

For more than two weeks, union officials
declined to return to the conference.

The union leaders warned that there
would be no negotiations—that they would
not bargain collectively—until the opera-
tors had agreed in principle:

I. To a tax to be levied on every ton
of coal mined. Ten cents a ton has been

The coal operators made definite offers to
the union’s general proposals. The offers
were made specific in an effort to get nego-
tiations under way; to establish a basis for
real collective bargaining.

l. Regarding welfare —They offered
to explore the establishment of a reason-
able fund to help in unusual hardship
cases arising directly out of accidents in
coal mines, and to join equally with the
union in paying the cost if the findings
and facts so warrant.

2. Safety—They offered to work out
codes of safety standards—any desirable
changes to be supported by the miners
and the operators and jointly recom-
mended to the legislatures of the several
coal-producing states. They proposed also
to give the miners at each mine the right
to have a safety committee to make ex-
aminations, recommendations and jointly
assist in preparing and enforcing safety
rules and regulations.

3. Compensation laws—They agreed
