The ad-
vantage of these breeding areas is
that in a short time they should
become crowded, forcing game to go
to surrounding farms and become
potential sport for the hunter.
The posting was done by
DeLime and Jim Moynahan, federal
project leaders in Kentucky, assist-
ed by E. R, Burke, Seventh district
supervisor, and Bernard Baldridge,
Floyd county conservation officer.

Mr. Burke says that the Division
hopes to establish one or two more
refuges next year in other sections
of the county.

|place McKinley Sparks, of the:
Sparks Brothers Bus Company, and
John P. Wells under peace
bond was withheld Tuesday
afternoon after a hearing of ap-
proximately three hours duting
which a maze of conflicting testi-
mony was offered.

Judge Harkins announced he
would await a transcript of the
testimony, so that he could make a
detailed study of the evidence be-
fore deciding if the defendants
should be placed under bond to keep
the peace.

Peace warrants were sworn oub
before Judge Harkins for Soarks
and Wells following ‘an alter-
cation near the Sparks home last
Thursday between the two and Fon-
so (Hoover) Harrington on one side
and Mr. Ryan and Robert E. Smed-
ley, representative of the United
ct{;?st.ruction Workers, AFL, on the
other.

Harrington, arrested on a pistol
charge, waived examining ‘trial
Tuesday afternoon and executed
$1,000 to answer to the grand jury.

Trouble between labor union rep-
resentatives and Sparks, Harrington
and Wells followed a meeting of
striking bus workers, labor repres-
entatives and United Mine Workers
at the courthouse last Thursday
afternoon. At the meeting all labor
groups represented joined in a
statement alleging that Sparks
Brothers had through misrepresent-
ation procured stickers for = their
buses which claimed for them union
| drivers ‘and assoclated their opera-
|tlon with the UMWA. ZLater, Mr.
Ryan testified at the hearing, he and
Smedley inquired at the bus garage
after Mr. Sparks' whereabouts. Told
by a garage employee that “he didn’t
| know,” and refused the refiirn of the
stickers, Smedley entered one bus
and removed a sticker, according to
the testimony of Ryan.

Threatened when this todk place,
Ryan continued, they left, driving
to Paintsville where Smediey called
| upon the Conley bus line to surrend-
|er stickers it had received from his
{union. On their return to Prestons-
burg, he stated, McKinley Sparks
and others were seen on the porch
of the Sparks home. Ryan claimed
he instructed the driver of their
lauto to park at least 200 feet beyond
[the Sparks home and that he and
| Smedley then left the car to talk to
| the bus company manager. The ac-
| tion that followed was described as
a sciffie between Harrington and
Smedley, Harrington drawing a
pistol, Wells challenging them to a
“man to man" fight, Sparks striking
Smedley and striking at Ryan. He
described the call on Sparks as a
“peaceful mission.” !

The witness said there were four
|other men in the car he and Smed
|ley occupied and that only one of
these got outside to stand with his
foot on the running board. He said
Wells did not personally' threaten
| him but added that he believed him-
| self in danger from both Wells and
Sparks, ;
| “Pestimony of Estill Butler, James
| Laferty and Richard Ball, Jr, in
| effect corroborated the evidence pro-
|duced by Ryan. ! 3

Alleging that the union men
“raided my home,” Sparks said he
first saw them on the highway be-
low here as he was returning from
Paintsville. He said there were “'six
or seven carloads” of them, Sparks
| contended the bus from which the
sticker was removed was inside the
company’s garage and that Smedley
could not have entered it without
going inside the garage. Ryan
claimed the bus was outside and
that neither he nor Smedley enter-
ed the garage.

Mr. Sparks declared that three
cars stopped on the opposite side of
| the highway from his home, that
Ryan, Smedley and two or three
others got out. Walking across to the
garage driveway, he said, the union
| representatives demanded the stick--
|ers and were refused these, Both
| Smedley and Ryan, he testified, ac~
|cused Harrington of lying to them,
to which, he said, Harrington re-
plied, “You took our money and we
got the stickers” Thereupon, he.
continued, Smedley struck Harring-
ton, then called Sparks a liar. The
witness said he then hit Smedley,
