Arrested Tuesday afternoon hy
Deputy Sheriff Harold Conn, and
‘State Patrolman T. J. Salisbury,
Lewis told County Attorney Bur-
ghett and County Judge Alex L. Da-
vidson, “1'd rather have my brair
shot’ out than be accused of tha
(of Killing his wife)." The former
miner-officer said he was in Pres-
tonshurg when “a fellow told me my
wife sald she was going up there to
kill that girl” and that he lmme-
diately followed in a taxi, stopping
al Lancer outside the home of Pearl
Harris where he talked with his
wife and his mother, who had ac-
companied Lewis' wife to Prestons-
burg in search of him. He added
that he went into the kitchen of
the Harris home to get a drink of
water, that Miss Spears, Pearl and
Frank Harris were in fthe kitchen
with him when his wife entered. As
| he lifted a dipper of water to his
mouth, he stated, his wife snatched
his revolver from his hip and ran
| back through the house. He chased
| her, he said, and as she reached the
| door to the front porch the shot
was fired,

Repeatedly avowing his sincerity,
Lewis declared, “I'd rather it had
| been me. Nobody else had anything
[to do with it. T'd have killed every
one of them il they’d killed her.”
| Lewis said his wife had been in-
| ordinately jealous and had threat-
ened to kill herself.

Differing in some detfails but
more closely approximating Lewis’
testimony than that of any of the
others in the building at the fime
of the shoeting was the story told
by Frank Harris, He stated thaf he
and Lewls were taking a drink of
whiskey in the kitchen ‘when Mrs.
| Lewis entered and asked her hus-
band when he was going home.
When Lewis told her, “Tomorrow,”
| he added, she snatched the revolver
and began running through the
house, chased by her husband. He
denied that Dorothy Spears was in
| the building at the time. “When I
[got oub, Mack was picking his wife
up.”" Harris testified.

Pearl Harris said that when he,
Lewis and Frank Harris arrived out-
side his home at Lancer Mrs. Lewis
and Lewis' mother were there and
that Mack Lewis and his wife talk-
ed while he sat in the taxi of Jack
Wallen which had taken them from
Prestonsburg to Lancer. “As I got
out I heard Mack say, ‘I damn sure
ain't goin'. Thereupon, Harris testi-
fied, he went inside the house, saf
down at the dining room table and
|ate a sandwich. He declared, how-
ever. that he did not “remember”
seeing either Lewis, Mrs. Lewis,
Dorothy Spears or Frank Harris in-
side the building at the time, “My
wife and me were sitling on the
bed and some little girls ran in and
| said Mack's wife had shot herself, 1
was under the impression she shot
herself ‘'where we got out of the
taxi.” Harris admitted he wWas
“pretty full.”

Miss Spears admitted she and
Lewis, whom she has known about
two months, are sweethearts., “I

didn't kill her and I don’t know |

who did,” she told County Attorney
Burchett under questioning at’' the
jail., She said she was inside the
house when the taxi arrived with
| Lewis, her step-father and Frank
| Harris. Followed a conversation be-
tween' Mr. and Mrs. Lewis, during
hich: Miss. Spears said she heard
e wife ask him if he was going
ol ¥es; tomorrow,” she guoted
Lewis as replying. After his mother
had also -asked him to go home, |
| both Lewis' mother and wife asked
I to go into the house and see if
she could persuade him to go home.
He apreed to go, she added. Miss
Spears said Lewis and the Harris
b ers were drinking in the kit-
chen, that she was on the back
porch when Mrs. Lewis came to the
kitchen where -her husband poured
her a drink. Then, she sald, *I
heard somebody run through the
house and a gun fire, When I got
to the front porch, Mack, Pearl,
Frank and the taxi driver were
there.”

Under questioning, Miss Spears
admitted that Mrs, Lewis had asked
her, shortly before the shooting, if
she loved Lewis enough to malty
| him and care for the seven children.
“T told her I did, and shej
wanted me to go on up to their|
| house right then.” |
| Asked if she would still marry
Lewis, the girl answered, “Yes, if
he wants me to.” |

Miss Spears and the Harris bro-
thers readily submitted to paraffin
tests used in determining if a per-
son has recently fired a Weapon,
Lewis was not given the test which,
reputedly, unerringly uncovers pow-
der residue on the hands of one
who has recently fired a gun or re-
volver

Lewis told THE TIMES that he
still is a deputy sheriff but Sheriff
Troy B. Sturgill said Monday night
that he had, a few days earlier, re-
fused to re-instate him after he had
been “let go’ from the police force
here by Chief of Police Epp Laferty.
Both the Sheriff and Chief of Police
said they had known of his domes-
