Removes 2-3,000 Names 
From Lists; Work Still 
Is far from Complete 
Names of between 2,000 and 3,000 

persons who are dead, moved away 
or imprisoned had been removed 
from the votmg reg1strat10n lists as 
the F·loyd County Purgation Board 
neared the end of its work Monday. 

Yet, said members of the Boa1d, 
the purgatiOn work 1s far fwm com­
plete. 

The work of purgatwn began on 
pnmary electiOn day under a new 
law proVldmg a penalty for electwn 
officers who failed to purge the 
names of voters melig1ble to vote m 
their precmcts. In a number of 
precmcts, 1t was sa1d - notably, 
Weeksbury, Wheelwright, both Mar­
tin precmcts and Estill-the poll of­
ficwls d1d a thorough job of purga­
tion Abbott precmct officials volun­
tanly came to Prestonsburg· and 
purged that precmct's reg1strat10n 
list after fa1lmg to do so on election 
day. The Board has g1ven consid­
eratiOn to the idea of not1fymg other 
election officers who failed to purge 
the lists to come here and do like­
wise, but 1t was regarded this week 
as highly doubtful If this action 
would be taken. 

Work of the PurgatiOn Board, 
composed of EleCtiOn CommiSSioners 
Alex H. Spradlm, Democrat, George 
W . Snodgrass, Republican, and 
County Clerk JarviS Allen, was to 
dJScard permanently the names of 
voters marked by the precinct offi­
cers as dead. Those marked "moved 
away," were mailed cards notifying 
th em to appear before the Board 
with in five days and show cause, 1f 
any, why the1r names should not be 
1emoved. 

In some instances, it was said, 
names of persons dead for 1:> years 
remamed on the county's votmg 
reg1strat1on lists. 

County Clerk JarvlS Allen said 
th1s week he had learned that the 
names of a number of legal voters 
h ad become unaccountably missing 
from the registration lists between 
the November, 1945 election and this 
year's August primary. As a result, 
he sa1d, many citizens whose nght 
to vote had never been questioned 
were not permitted ballots. 

"There had been no purging of 
the registration lists done between 
those dates," Mr. Allen commented. 
"How the names were removed, I 
have no idea. Your guess IS as good 
as mine." 

"I have allowed no one other 
than members of my office force, in 
the presence of others, to handle 
the registration books between these

among our rural folks. 

"Money spent on rural roads is 
truly an investment and not an ex­
pense." 

Dummit told the Farm Bureau a 
stepped-up road improvement pro­
gram would open up "Kentucky's 
frontier which is pitifully undevel­
oped." 

The task of improving these roads 
is "staggering," he said. 

There are about 47,000 miles of 
rural road in Kentucky not in the 
state system. "About 20,000 of these 
47,000 miles are improved to some 
extent, leaving 27,000 miles unim­
proved. It should be clear that our 
past appropriation of $2,000,000 a 
year is grossly inadequate and doe~> 
not begin to do the job," he said. 

However, the situation has been 
improved to some extent, he said. 
The 1946 Legislature raised the 
yearly appropriation for rural roads 
to $5,000,QOO annually "on the advice 
of the present Highway Depart­
ment."
