Out of the sandhills of Nebraska, up from the 
Chama country of New Mexico •.. all the way 
from the state of Washington to Texas, there's a 
flood of livestock on the move. Feeder cattle and 
lambs raised in the great grass.growing regions of 
the United States are flowing into the feed lots of 
the nation. This movement reaches its peak each 
October, and its 'gnificance is of great economic 
importance to all of us in the livestock-meat in­
dustry. 

These millions of head of feeder cattle and lambs 
are nothing more than grass turned into meat. 
True, these feeders will require a certain amount 
of grain to finish them as satisfactory meat ani­
mals. That's why they go into the feed lots. But 
were it not for these grazing animals, 779,000,000 
acres of the land area of the United States would 
produce little, if any, human food. In other words, 
41% of the total land of our nation consists of 
grass land ·which cmmot be used for producing 
other feeds and foods. Also taking into consider­
ation the plowable land used to produce pasture, 
hay and other forage crops, approximately half of 
our lar~d would produce no food of human value, 
were it not for livestock. 

Of the total feeds consumed by beef cattle, 
78.7 % is f,rrass, hay and dry roughages. With· 
lambs, it is 95.6 %-These are official figures of the 
United States Department of AgricuJture. Thus, 

the grain that goes into feeder 
cattle and lamb rations is but a relatively small 
part of the feed that makes our meat. A minimum 
of corn is needed to bring feeder steers from 700 
to 1,000 pounds when the principal part of the 
ration is made up offodder, corn silage, other avail­
able roughages and some concentrates.

, I said, "that lots of food for human;; is 
produced from areas that othcn'-'ise 

would be waste land if it were not for meat animals." 
He said, "That's good! There m·e always misguided 

people who complain that it's a waste to feed corn and 
other grains to livestock. They say people ought to eat 
the grain, instead of turning it into meat. They forget 
that most of that meat is made of grass, hay and other 
roughage that people can't eat. 

"Another thiD.g too many people forget," he went on, 
"is the important job you meat p ackers do in getting 
meat to the people who want it. I understand that 
meat travels an average of more than 1,000 miles from 
producers to consumers. That must be so because we 
fellows west of the Mississippi raise two-thirds of the 
livestock. But two-thirds of the meat is eaten east of 
the Mississippi, where most of the people live. In a 
way, we who raise and furish the animals are like man­
ufacturers. And you are our sales and distributing de­
partments. Believe me, we need an organization that 
covers the nation to get our product into every market 
in this big country. It seems to me that you and we 
are in this business together, and neither could get along 
without the other." ·

Speatqng; of progress, what 
enterpri.'le with the financial re­
sources the Floyd County Board of 
Education has had would not have 
shown more improvement than is 
vil'ible in Floyd county? Why was 
all the progress made in certain 
schools and none in others? 

Did you know, Mr. Hall, that be­
fore the state abolL~hed the consol-~ 
idated tax we were paying a higher 
rate per hundred. consolidated tax, 
.than our next door neighbor, May­
town, and we had no high school 
and not even a decent grade school 
building. We are just a small part 
of Floyd county-we know that.· 
We've had neither a Board Member 
nor Superintendent to look after 
our interests, but we believe a fair­
minded School Board and County 
Superintendent should have the 
same interest in the children at 
Bosco as the children anywhere else 
in the county. Let us say here and 
now, we are not envious of the 
schools that do have good buildings. 
We only wish our children had the 
same.

Today, more than ever before, Kentucky needs adequate, 

dependable telephone service, and it is our purpose to pro­

vide it. We are now furnishing more service to Kentuckians 

than at any other time in our history. 

Both local and long distance calls have reached an all time 

high for this state and more and more people want tele­

phones. Since the first of the year, we have installed 40,000 

new telephones. But we still have 23,000 orders on hand. 

Our study of the state's growth indicates that the demand 

for more service from present as well as new customers will 

~ontinue to increase. 

In order to keep up, we must enlarge our facilities and 

hire more people, regardless of the fact that construction 

costs and wages have risen tremendously. 

The cost of erecting buildings is up 75 to 100 per cent. 

The overall cost of providing telephone facilities is up 45 

to 60 per cent, and telephone materials 15 to 25 per cent. 

Total payroll costs have increased 202 per cent since 1939. 

Wage rates in Kentucky have been raised during the past 

18 months by $2,162,573 on an annual basis. This was in 

keeping with national policies and trends and to assure com­

petent personnel to provide adequate service. We now have 

4,000 Southern Bell people in Kentucky. Wages account for 

about two-thirds of our operating costs. 

Although the cost of everything we do to provide service 

keeps going up, yow· telephone rates geneTall?J are lower 

today than 1/5 oT mon~ yea1·s ago. Because of this, the amount 

of money we are paying out is increasing faster than the 

amount \Ve are taking in, despite a record volume of busi­

ness. Since 1939, the costs of providing service in Kentucky 

have climbed 118 per cent, while revenues have increased 

only 88 per cent. 

The rapid advance of costs in comparison with revenues 

has caused our rate of earnings to go down. In 1939, the 

Company was earning 4.40 per cent on the amount of money 

invested in the state. Today our earning rate is only 1.83 
per cent. This rate reflects the latest wage increases and 

does not include any possible tax refund that may be avail­

able this year only on 1944 federal income taxes. Southe'rn 

Bell's ea1·nings are today the lowest in history. 

Nevertheless, the Company is going ahead with a huge 
expansion program. We are preparing to spend about $35,-

000,000 in the next five years on construction work to im­

prove and expand telephone service in Kentucky. We must 

proceed with this construction work, despite high costs, 

in order to meet demands for service.

The increased 

income under the new rates would amount to only 11 per 

cent of our total Kentucky revenues. In face of the continu­

ously rising costs of providing service, this is moderate. 

Kentucky is now in a period of its greatest growth and 

expansion, a growth that will bring the state more pros­

perity than it has ever known. Good and effective telephone 

serdce is essential to this progress and the Telephone Com­
pany must be in a position to supply it. We believe, there­

fore, that our request for increased rates is sound and in 

the public interest.
