THE VETERAN

National Service Life Insurance
files for World War II ve*erans of
Ohio, Michigan and XKentucky are
now located at the Veterans Admin-
istration Branch Office No. 6, 52
South Starling Street, Columbus 8,
Ohio, VA officials announced re-
cently.

With the transfer of over 1,700,000
NSLI accounts from the New York
office to Columbus, World War II
vets in the three-state area will now
send their premium payments to the
Columbus Branch Office address. As
a matter of convenience veterans
(or their dependents) can pay in-
surance preimums at the nearest VA
pay-station.

The correct procedure for all Ohio,
Michigan and Eentucky veterans to
follow in mpaying dtheir insurance
premiums was outlined by VA of-
ficials as follows:

1. World War II Vets: Those hold-
ing NSLI policies (for World War II
vets) use the nearest VA collections
office or mail check or money order
to Collections Divisicn, Veterans
Administration, Branch No. 6 52 So.
Starling Street, Columbus, Ohio.

2. World War I Vets: Those hold-
ing United States government Life
Insurance policies (for ‘World War I
vets) send premiums to Veterans
Administration, Collections Division,
Washington 25, D. C.

3. Military Personnel: All military
personnel on active duty status, in-
cluding veterans who have re-enlist-
ed, may have their premiums de-
dueted through Army Finance chan-
nels, or mail premiums to Veterans
Administration, Collections Division,
346 Broadway, New York 13, New
York.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

Q. I understand that term insur-

ance which has lapsed can be rein-

| ment of all monthly premiums in

stated before Feb, 1, 1947 by paying
two premiums without interest and
submitting a statement as to the
insured’s health. What is necessary
to reinstate & lapsed converted pol~
icy?

A. A lapsed converted policy may
be reinstated at any time by pay-

arrears, with interest at their sev-
eral due dates at the rate of 5 per
cent per annum, and by submission
of insurability satisfactory to the
Administrator of Veterans Affairs.

Q. Can I change the beneficiary
or beneficiaries of my National Ser-
vice Insurance witheut letting the
beneficiaries know anything about
it?

A. Yes. A veteran may change the
beneficiary or beneficaries of his
NSLI at any time without their
knowledge or consent by nofifying
the Veterans Administration. For
further ‘information the wveteran
should consult the nearest Veterans
Administration office.

Q. How can I arrange to have my
National Service Life Insurance
premiums deducted: from the dis-
ability compensation checks I re-
ceive from the Veterans Adminis-
tration?

A. You can do this'if you will go
fo any Veterans Administration of-
fice and fill out a form authorizing
the VA to make deductions from
your compensation payments

HOTELS for
LIVESTOCK

The central livestock market is as American as
the “hot dog.” No other country has the like of
it. Euurzfean sellers and buyers haggle over
individ animals. In South America most of
the dealing is done right on the estancias, where
the livestock is raised. But here in the leading

livestock nation of the world, for 75 years central 74
markets have played a big part in the job of =

ggvhi;g meat toward dinner tables of the United

When a carload of livestock rolls off the prairies
or out of the mountains into one of the 65 or
more great central markets, the animals are
“‘greeted” and ‘‘registered’’ at the unloading
dock, much as travelers are received and regis-
tered in hotels. From there they are sent to their
“rooms’’ —the pens assigned to the commission
man to whom the owner has shipped his animals.
There these hogs, cattle, calves and lambs are
rested and given food and drink.

Just as hotels compete for guests, so these
central markets compete with each other for
the business of accommodating the 88 million
head of livestock which come in each year. Thou-
sands of livestock buyers and order buyers bid
against each other and the sale is made to the
highest bidder. With 26,000 meat packers and
other commmercial slaughterers active in livestock

Two Dead, 64 are Homeless
In Ashland Apartment Fire

Ashland, Ky., Nov. 17—Fire swept
through two frame apartment hous-
es here early today, fatally burning
two tenants and igniting two nearby
houses which were destroyed, leay-
ing 18 families homeless,

Several other persons were burned
or hurt in jumping to safety from
the second flcors of the adjoining
two-story aparftment buildings. None
;‘Jf the persons were injured serious-
¥.

Fire Chief Burris Henley identi-
fied the fatally burned victims as
Arthur Henry Bolton, 67, house
]:;Jg,inter, and Mrs. Hilma Hall Boggs,

George S. Kimblen, cwner of one
of the apartment buildings, said
_Bbltnn and Mrs. Boggs apparently
Wwere trapped by the flames. They
had apartments on the first fioor of
one of the structures.

Kimblen estimated his loss at $60,-
000.There was no over-all estimate
of the damage, which included vir-
tually all the clothing, furniture and
other household effects of the oecu-
pants.

Chief Henley, who said the origin
of the fire had net been determined,
gave credit to an attendant at a
nearby filling staticn for turning in
the alarm. The blaze broke out
about 1:14 a.m.

Although the firemen Concen-
trated on saving structures near the
scene, one cottage and another house
in the rear of the apartments also
were destrcyed.

The homeless families, numbering
64 persons, huddled about in small
groups or found shelter with friends
and relatives.

A five-month-old baby girl, daugh-
ter of Mr. and Mrs. Andrew John-
son, was tossed to safety by her
father from the second fioor of the
Kimblen apartment inte the arms of
Ed Johnson, her uncle, who cccu-
pied other rooms in the building.

Mr. and Mrs. Johnson then saved
themselves hy jumping to a low rock
and climbing to the ground. Mrs.
Katherine Bostic, 16-year-old sister

of Mrs. Johnson, and wife of a navy |

man in service, was bruised and cut
in jumping te the ground.

The fire made Ashland's acute
housing shortage still more serious.
Few of the families had any imme-
diate prospect of finding new homes.
