Martin Farm Grows
Bumper Alfalfa Crop

B | Martin county farmers, on their

annual summer tour, saw cutstand-
ing alfalfa on the farm of Charles
Cs 11, who is ene of Eastern Ken-
tucky’'s most enthusiastic' alalfa
growers. He gets large hay yields
and much pasture from alialfa, he
told the farmers.
Ebb Mills the farmers saw Ky, 31
fescie, a new improved grass. They
also saw how Mr., Mills stimulated
hybrid corn by applying ammonium
ate as a side-dressing. Another
sight on the Mills farm, acCording
to County Agent Russell Reynolds,
was a well-kept orchard with some
trees bearing 20 bushels of apples.
A test made by D. B, Graham, Jr.,
of Hickman county, indicated that
an application of a small amount
of borax will keep alfalfa drom
| turning yellow. He applied 20
pounds of borax to the acre on a
five-acre field of alfalfa.  Strips not
| covered with berax turned yellow
| after the second cutting and lost al-
most 75 percent of the leaves. When
| borax was evenly spread, the alfalfa
stayed green, retained its:leaves and
grew four inches taller than where
| no borax was applied.
