Any private owner of a truck 
who uses it in his own busine,ss only 
and not for h ire and who hauls a 
!p"OSS weight exceeding 18,000 pounds 
must purchase weight tags in addi· 
tion to his license. This weight tag 
will be sold only in this office. 

Common and contract carriers 
must secure a weight tag from the 
Depar tment of Motor Vehicle Trans­
portatwn before we can licerue 
them in this office. 

Anyone who owns a truck and 
hauls for hire must buy a weight 
tag as they are classed as common 
or contract carriers, regardless of 
weight. For example, if you own a 
pick-up truck and haul gn:Jceries 
for some one who pays you, this 
makes you a contract carrier. But if 
you haul different types of material 
for anyone you then become a com­
mon carrier. 

In order to license either of the 
above two types you must first se­
cure your weight tags from Frank­
fort and then present them to us 
before we can license your vehicle. 

I feel sure this law will cause 
quit e a lot of t rouble in licellSing 
a number of vehicles, but I am 
ready to explain any phase of t he 
law you may wish to ask and I will 
license your truck on the weight 
you state and either as a private, 
contract or common carrier as you 
wish and have the proper pa,Pers 
for; then, if your license is wrong it 
will be between you and the State 
Patrol. So I urge you all to begin 
thinking now and be prepared to 
tell us just what gr.oss weight you 
expect to haul and whether you 
expect to operate for hire, and if 
so, you should apply now to Frank., 
fort for your weight permit so you 
can present it here for license.
